Former Permanent Representative in Geneva. During the 2012 rotating Cyprus Presidency of the EU, I presided over the collective efforts of EU Missions in the HR Council. Also, in my 30+ years of diplomatic experiwnce I gained familiarity with a number of specific human rights issues and participated in decisions on whether to align with common positions, participate in demarches, etc. Since 2019, I have been one of three managing Members of the Committee on Missing Persons in Cyprus. CMP has since 2006 recovered  the remains of 1200 and has identified 1024 persons todate, returning the remains to the families.My work for CMP involves all duties for the smooth operation of the program ranging from helping  sucure sufficient funds, hiring and training of investiogators and other personnel, overseeing the operations of a forensic lab, maintaining regular contact with families and their associations, liaising with authorithies, etc. CMP has also been involved in training other practioners from other countries.The annual budget of the program is 3,2 million.

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

My motivation is entirely to help the families of Missing Persons begin to heal the wounds of ambiguous loss and uncertainty about the fate of their loved ones. What families desire most is reliable information and wherever possible to receive the remains of their loved ones for a dignified burial according to their beliefs and customs.

The strength I can bring to the WG is in terms of my experience with practical mechanisms for investigating, recovering identfying and returning remains to families. I could help the WG ask specifically pointed questions on practical measures proposed and implemented by governments and help judge whether these are sufficient. I could also advise governments willing to accept assistance on how to set up effective mechanisms especially in difficult post-conflict situations. From my exposure to other ventures I am aware of the particular difficulties of investigating cases in territories that a state does not control, as for example in Ukraine, Georgia, etc. CMP has overcome this problem by engaging different sides in a joint effort that includes all issing, and by concentrating on the purely humanitarian aspects of the effort insulating the program from political influenced. 

The mechanism in Cyprus includes an international Member nominated by the Secretary General and a Representative from each of the ethnic communities affected that has Missing Persons on the agreed list.   

Building a workable relationship between the WG and affected governments should facilitate the fulfilment of their obligations which is the purpose of the whole exercise so that the human right of families and of the victims would be respected.
