I have been engaged with the international protection of human rights for more than 30 years. My LLM at UC Berkeley focused on the comparative constitutional protection of human rights, while my doctorate at the University of Oxford explored the systemic interaction between international human rights law and international humanitarian law. I am a Full Professor at the Faculty of Law of McGill University, teaching international law, international humanitarian law, and human rights, in English, in French, and on occasion in Spanish. I was the founding Director of the McGill Centre for Human Rights and Legal Pluralism from 2005 to 2010. I have published in some of the most reputed international law journals in the same three languages. I have worked with civil society organisations in Canada and the USA, including Human Rights Watch, the Lawyers’ Committee for Human Rights, and the Canadian Human Rights Foundation. I am a Senior Counsel of the Québec Bar and a Fellow of the Royal Society of Canada and of the Pierre Elliot Trudeau Foundation. I have significance media experience, on television, the radio, and in print, regularly commenting on issues of international human rights in op-eds and interviews in French, English, and Spanish.

I have extensive knowledge of international human rights instruments, acquired through thirty years of research and activism in human rights. I have taught many courses on human rights, including International Law of Human Rights, International Humanitarian Law, Public International Law, Peoples and Minorities in International Law, Courts and Tribunals in Armed Conflicts, and Socio-Economic Right to Development. I have published on both the international and regional human rights regimes in Europe and the Americas. I was a research attorney for Human Rights Watch in New York and represented the Lawyers’ Committee for Human Rights at the Human Rights Committee. I participated in diplomatic negotiations on the human rights dimention of the Organisation internationale de la Francophonie and on the revision of Convention on the Protection of UN Personnel. I have acted as amicus curiae in individual and inter-state cases before the European and Inter-American Courts of Human Rights, as well as before the Extraordinary Chamber of the Courts of Cambodia. I am an independent expert for TrialWatch, assessing the fairness of trials in various countries. Most of my work, including field research, relates to the protection of human rights in conflict zones, in which enforced disappearances are a central issue.

I am the author or editor of ten books dealing with various facets of international human rights law, published by leading academic publishers, in addition to more than sixty articles and essays. My monograph on international human rights and humanitarian law (Cambridge UP 2002) was reviewed to great appraise in a dozen leading international journals. A new monograph on the administration of justice by non-state armed groups (Oxford UP 2021) offers the first study of rebel courts, a practice of growing relevance to detentions in conflit zones. I have a record of cooperating for many years with international tribunals, including the Special Court for Sierra Leone, the Special Tribunal for Lebanon, and the Extraordinary Chamber of the Courts of Cambodia, by directing clinics providing support for judges. I have collaborated on various occasions with the ICRC and the Canadian Red Cross, teaching training sessions and participating in conferences. I have provided advice to the Government of Canada through expert meetings and diplomatic negotiations, and authored an expert report on international law for the European Parliament. I was president of the Société québécoise de droit international and have been Associate Editor of the Canadian Yearbook of International Law for more than a decade.

If more than three publications, kindly summarize (200 words limit): I have spent the last thirty years carrying out research and publishing studies on how to protect the fundamental rights and freedoms of individuals and communities in situations of political instability like armed conflicts, mass criminality, and terrorism. The nature of the work of the WGAD calls it to analyse not only the norm on arbitrary detention, but also a wide array of human rights to determine whether detention sanctions the exercise of a protected rights, or whether it is discriminatory. I have also published significantly on due process guarantees, another important dimension of the mandate of the WGAD. My research is rooted in legal pluralism, attentive to the limits of a narrow focus on formal law and the important of the broader context of application, including a sensitivity to cultural diversity. Finally, my research also has included significant field work, in particular for the preparation of a recent monograph on the administration of justice by non-state armed groups in conflict zones. It is thus research rooted in the complex and messy reality of how norms operate on the ground, reflecting the challenges of engaging with vulnerable populations and sometimes hostiles governments.

If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words limit): Since 1994, I have given 132 public presentations in academic conferences, policy meetings for governments and international organisations, and training for civil society organisations, in North and South America, Europe, Africa and Asia, in English, French and Spanish. The topics covered run the gamut of human rights issues, but many relate to the protection of human rights in times of insecurity, in particular during armed conflicts. I published OpEds in the Globe and Mail (Toronto), Ottawa Citizen, Montréal Gazette, Embassy Magazine (Ottawa) on military intervention in Syria, the conviction of Charles Taylor by the Sierra Leone Special Court, Canada’s anti-terrorism measures, human rights in the Americas. Interviews on CBC, Radio-Canada, CTV, BBC, Al-Jazeera, New York Times, Le Devoir (Montréal), The Globe and Mail (Toronto), Carta Capital (Sao Paolo), La Presse (Montréal), Canadian Press, Global TV, Radio-classique (France), Contact FM (Rwanda), Journal du Barreau, McGill Reporter, CIBL Radio (Montréal), CJAD Radio (Montréal), LCN-TV (Montréal), Sputnik News (Russia), Yukon News, University Affairs, on: terrorism, Edward Snowden, various human rights issues in Canada and abroad, the ICC, Guantanamo Bay, Canada in Afghanistan, war crimes in Lebanon, war crimes trials in Canada, the United Nations Human Rights Council, Abu Ghraib, human rights in Iran, diplomatic immunity, etc.

I am a full-time, permament member of the Faculty of Law of McGuill University.  As such, it is understood that part of my work is devoted to professional activities that further knowledge and understanding of law, including international human rights law. Participation in the work of the WGAD would as a result be considered wholly consistent with my employment as a professor of law. Between September and early April, I am required to teach courses in the Faculty of Law, but there is a degree of flexibility in scheduling of courses that allows for absences that correspond to the sessions of the WGAD. I understand that the WGAD also carries out some of its functions between sessions, for which I am willing and available. In addition, I routinely employs between one and three research assistants, law students completing their bachelor, masters or doctorate in law, who are available to support me in the performance of the mandate of the WGAD (including support in languages other than English, French and Spanish).

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

Arbitrary detention corresponds to the radical deprivation of an array of fundamental rights and freedoms that are central to a meaningful and dignified life. The inherent gravity of arbitrarily depriving an individual of their liberty identifies this phenomenon as an urgent and critical humanitarian need. Over and above the devastating consequences of arbitrary detention for detained individuals and their families, friends, and communities, arbitrary detention also corresponds to the abuse of public authority and a perversion of the idea of the rule of law. It is the convergence of the severity of individual consequences and the systemic implications of abusing public authority that demands a sustained effort by the international community to combat this practice.
On the 30th anniversary of its creation, the WGAD has emerged as a key mechanism and focal point in the global endeavour to stem and remedy arbitrary detention. Despite inherent limitations as a non-treaty body with limited resources, the WGAD has succeeded in mapping out the conceptually hazy norm of arbitrary detention by drawing lines beyond which deprivation of liberty becomes a violation of human rights; it has proven to be an effective tool to raise awareness both of individual cases and of the phenomenon of arbitrary detention as a whole; it has maintained an ability to constructively engage with governments to increase accountability and, in many cases, obtain the release of arbitrarily detained persons; it has led the way in the progressive development of international legal standards relating to particular facets of arbitrary detention, such as the detention of migrants, women, and deprivation of liberty in the context of a health emergency.
Despite the efforts of the WGAD, acting in concert with governments, other treaty and non-treaty bodies, and civil society organisations, arbitrary detention remains a scourge far from having been eradicated. More than anything, I believe that the mandate of the WG must be continued and its work supported by all relevant constituencies. The general approach devised by the WG, combining reactiveness to individual communications through urgent actions, opinions and follow-up, to attentiveness to broader patterns through annual reports, country visits, and deliberations on particular themes, seems entirely sound. 
Areas in which further reflection might be advisable include arbitrary detention in situations of armed conflict, at the hands of non-state actors, and in the context of anti-terrorism measures. First, armed conflicts are a context in which there is a high risk of arbitrary detention, and a more refined articulation of the impact of standards like Common Article 3 of the 1949 Geneva Conventions, ratified by every state, could be helpful. Second, the WGAD has spoken to arbitrary detention by private actors like employers and family guardians, but there is a significant reality of arbitrary detention at the hands of non-state armed groups in zones of limited effective sovereignty that remains unaddressed. The WGAD might consider addressing such situations tantamount to arbitrary detention, in a manner similar to the approach devised by the Working Group on Enforced and Involuntary Disappearances. Third, measures taken by many governments to prevent terrorist attacks have hardened considerably in the last two decades, often in the form of exceptional rules applied by special tribunals resulting in deprivation of liberty that can amount to arbitrary detention, calling for special attention by the WGAD. I have worked for three decades on such issues, combining legal analysis in human rights and international humanitarian law with field work in zones of conflict and political instability, and I would hope to be able to meaningfully contribute to their consideration by the WGAD.
