My education in IHRL starts from the beginning of my professional career, with my BA thesis (1991): "Apartheid as an Obstacle to the Right to development of Namibia." Work that I presented at Dartmouth College NH, in July 1992, when I went as a participant of the ACUNS/ASIL Summer Workshop on IL & IR for young scholars. In 1993, having obtained the FCO Chevening Scholarship, I started my LLM in IHRL at the University of Essex (UK) where, I obtained the training that shaped me professionally not only in IHRL, but in IHL, ICL, transnational crimes, ethnic groups and minorities. In 1995, I graduated with a thesis on the rights of indigenous peoples. My IHL trainship enhaced my education (CICR-ICRC Geneva). In 1996, having obtained a full scholarship from my country, I started my PhD in Ethnic Relations at the University of Warwick (UK), where my interest on specific relative subjects of international law, that is Non-State Actors firmly arose, basically criminal groups, mercenaries and paramilitaries under the orders of corrupt governments, or in clear challenge or absence of State's authority, having their actions affecting the social fabric, human rights and humanitarian values. What I called in my doctoral thesis "humanness values." From that moment, these Non-State Actors became a line of enquiry in my career, being later taken aboard as an object of research at the UN ad hoc criminal tribunals.

In the LLM I obtained the knowledge and formative bases of the discipline. There, I studied the 1948 UDHR and whether it is part of international custom; the treaty-based machinery on human rights, such as the HRCommittee, CERD, CAT, CED, CEDAW, etc; the Charter-based mechanisms, HRC Complaint Procedure, UPR and Special Procedures: thematic ones, the Special Rapporteurs and the Working Groups, as those country specific. The regional organizations -CoE, OAS and AU - with their respective scrutiny machinery were fully covered. Based on this, I taught IHRL and public international law for 16 years at the Ibero-American University, as well as IHRL and ICL at the National Autonomous University of Mexico for another 3 years. Currently, I am professor of IHL and ICL at the Faculty of Law of Universidad Externado de Colombia in Bogotá. As a practitioner, In 2013 being a Legal Researcher at the UNICTR/UNMICT Advisory Appeals Division in Arusha, in addition to the workload at the OTP, I conducted my research on organized criminal groups, mercenaries, war lords, paramilitaries and even drug cartels committing crimes against humanity, research that I presented in different seminars, the UNICTR/UNMICT inclusive. The following year, as a Visiting Professional at the UNICTY in The Hague, I continued my research having my work published in the 2016 Ibero-American Yearbook of International Criminal Law.

My exposure abroad came as well, from my collegiate academic work, having co-coordinated from 2016-19, the international research group of IR & Political Science of the Ibero-American Institute of The Hague for Peace, Human Rights, and International Justice of which, I continue being a researcher. During my collegiate tenure, I co-edited the book: International Contemporary Actors’ Normativity and Power in the IR, having contributed with a work attached to my old concerns of violent criminal groups acting within the State: “Usurpers of the State in the post-Cold War: Non-State Actors and Organized Violence in the Era of Globalization or Global Disorder.” Nationally, in my capacity as an associate member of LA think-tank Mexican Council for International Affairs since 2018, I publish journalistic articles in Mexico (El Sol de México; Opiniones Oportunas COMEXI), give interviews to the written press (Milenio) and opinion programs (Canal del Congreso), as well as in newscasts (Radio Formula 103.3) on issues of my expertise in IL, ICL/ICC and IHRL, that are of interest for the public and the media.

I am a university professor dedicated mostly to research at this point of my professional career, having already reduced my teaching load to a cathedrae, maximum two per year, which allows me having flexible hours and availability of time, necessary to dedicate the three months or more, if necessary, to carry out the functions of the mandate with the appropriate rigor, committment and discipline. I also have no difficulties in dedicating the time that is required to devote sufficient time to sessions in New York and Geneva, to special procedures visits, the drafting of reports and otherwise obligations coming with the mandate.

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

When I was invited to coordinate the IR & Political Science Research Group’s Book on Contemporary State Actors (2019), I was highly motivated to continue my own research on Non-State Actors' behavior picking up findings from previous research I developed in the UN ad hoc Tribunals of organized criminal groups acting whether in armed conflicts or domestically in times of peace, who escaped more frequently than not from prosecution. 
As a jurist I know from my work, that Non-State Actors of organized crime are fully capable of committing crimes of the greatest gravity. We have seen it in the Bosnian war that shook the territories of the former Yugoslavia and Rwanda during the 1990s. Mercenaries and paramilitaries were recruited from the depths of the criminal underworld by the governments and armies of the former Yugoslavia and Rwanda. Most of these criminals escaped the action of international justice despite the existence of multiple evidence that suggested their participation in heinous crimes. Instead, these criminals have been traced in other parts of the world such as Chechnya and throughout the Caucasus, as well as in Ukraine and Georgia, as the Middle East, allegedly in the context of the ISIS emergence over the ruins of the decomposition of Syria and Iraq, where unspeakable humanitarian crises and civil wars arose, as waves of refugees fled, their lives at stake, their most basic human rights violated as war crimes abounded. 
My research indicates that, when these Non-State Actors are not recruited by the State iself, many of them are capable of putting fragile, corrupted and/or infiltrated States in check, and, in some cases even supplant it or reinvent it. Illustrative of these kinds of Non-State Actors, which also have exclusionary and fundamentalist ideologies, are al-Qaeda, Boko Haram, the Muslim Brotherhood, or jihadist radicals like the self-proclaimed and not dead at all, Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIS). There are other kinds of Non-State Actors in the world, like those proliferating in many parts of the Mexican territory and Central America (gangs and cartels), which also resort to the practice of recruiting armies of mercenaries or paramilitaries, "thugs" and "hitmen," to use them as a vehicle of coercion to serve their multiple interests. The results are devastating: destabilization and institutional crisis, control of territory and/or failed States, overthrown or colonization of weak governments, followed by humanitarian crises and/or armed conflicts, with never-before-seen flows of displaced and refugee civilian populations and migrants, ethnic cleansings and international crimes, disappearances, executions and other gross violations of human rights. What is a constant variable, is the violence exerted against the civilian population to produce fear, not only as a vehicle, but as an objective in itself, whether these Non-State Actors act alone or, in complicity with governments when recruiting mercenaries. To all this, it must be added the benefits found on the dark sides of globalization, from advances in technology notably in cyberwarfare capabilities and cybernetics, where illicit businesses are cleaned up by real financial structures at the service of organized crime. 
The situation is serious. If elected as a member of the WG, I aspire to contribute to the purposes of the mandate. Because the actions of Non-State Actors of organized crime worldwide, either alone or in collusion with governments, security companies or private contractors, rebel armed groups, or any other related Actor, certainly endanger the institutions of the State and with them prevent the enjoyment of the right to self determination and human rights of the individual. I could not agree more with the WG, that the legal term "mercenary," does not satisfactorily encompass the huge universe of Non-State Actors of organized crime existing today. Therefore, broadening the spectre of related Actors under examination beyond the mercenary legal definition seems the most appropiate solution.

That is criminal organized groups in the Balkans, such as mercenaries, militias and paramilitaries at the service of the parties in the armed conflict.
