I had my master degree in International Law in Durham University in UK in 2003.I still remember that the professor tell us the torture in Guantánamo Bay and the human rights protection of the criminals.

Then I came back to China and became a legal assistant in the law firm in my hometown, Huzhou. I passed the bar exam and became a prosecutor in people’s procuratrate in Huzhou. I dealt the case which the sentence is life imprisonment or death penalty, such as the homicide case. I must check all the evidence, make the decision whether to sue the case to the court or not and make sure that the punishment fits the crime. The protection of the human rights of the suspects and criminals is part of my job. 

In 2015, I transferred to people’s procuratrate in Economic and Technology Development district in Hangzhou. I am dealing with the cases which will be sentenced the fix-term imprisonment, such as steal or fraud a small amount of money. I also gave the lectures for the oversea students in the University in the district to tell them the Chinese criminal law and the criminal procedure law.

Human rights are rights we have simply because we exist as human beings - they are not granted by any state. These universal rights are inherent to us all, regardless of nationality, sex, national or ethnic origin, color, religion, language, or any other status. They range from the most fundamental - the right to life - to those that make life worth living, such as the rights to food, education, work, health, and liberty. The principle of universality of human rights is the cornerstone of international human rights law. Human rights are inalienable, indivisible and interdependent. Article 1 of the UDHR states: "All human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights." Freedom from discrimination, set out in Article 2, is what ensures this equality.

According the Procurators Law of the People’s Republic of China, in handling criminal cases, procurators shall abide by the principle of nullum crimen sine lege, and respect and protect human rights, ensuring that crimes are prosecuted while protecting the non-guilty from criminal prosecution. Procurators also have the duties, for example, to review the requests for detentions and prosecutions involved in criminal cases, and bring public prosecution of these cases on behalf of the State, and oversee criminal litigation.

3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words limit)

According to the Criminal Procedure law of the People’s Republic of China, there are many rules about human rights protection for the suspects and the criminals. As a prosecutor, I must obey the law and protect the human rights.For example:
If the suspect doesn’t have enough money to entrust a lawyer, I will tell him that he can ask for a legal assistant. If the suspect is willing to sign a confession, I will invite a legal assistant to bear witness to make sure the confession is voluntary.

In the process of handling cases, sometimes the suspects argued that they suffered the torture from the investigators in the interrogation. I must communicate with the investigation organ and I will check the video record of the interrogation. If the interrogation is illegal, the confession cannot be used as the evidence. If the interrogation is legal, I will tell the result to the suspect. If the lawyer wants to watch the video, I will arrange for him. 

If the punishment doesn’t fit the crime, the prosecutor has the right of protest. In one protesting case, I collected the new evidences from the witness and the punishment was lightened at last.

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

At the beginning, I am confused about the “Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances”. After reading the Declaration on the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance, and several reports of the Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances, I know that Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances means that the government arrest or detain persons against their will and keep secretly. 

However, I don’t think this will happen in P.R.China.

First, according to the criminal procedure law, if the investigation organ detains a person, a detention certificate must be showed. The investigation organ must interrogate the detainee in 24 hours after detain, if they found he should not be taken into custody, he must be released immediately and issued a release certificate. In practice, the detainee will be taken to the hospital to take a health checkup, if he has infectious disease, the custody will refuse to accept the detainee, and he will bail pending trail.

Second, according to Article 75 in the criminal procedure law, residential surveillance shall be carried out at the residence of the suspect or defendant. If there is no fixed residence, the execution may be carried out at a designated residence. The designated residence is not a detention place or a special place for investigation. The suspect or the defendant will not be tortured in designated residence and he can entrust a defender. 

Third, according to the criminal procedure law, if the person is detained or arrested, the family members must be notified by the investigation organ in 24 hours. If the prosecutor find there is no notification after detain or arrest, the prosecutor can send a Notice of Rectification to the investigation organ to make sure the family members can get the information. Sometimes, the suspect felt shame to tell the family members about what he did, so they ask us to keep secret. We had to refuse the request and notify the family members. 

Forth, according to the criminal procedure law, the procuratorate should review the necessity of the custody. If it is no longer necessary to keep custody, it shall suggest to release or change the compulsory measures. Usually, if the victim gets compensation and shows the forgiveness, the compulsory measures will be changed to bail pending trail.
