My studies at the national and international level, plus my work on extraditions and at the IACHR, have provided me with the necessary tools to persistently make visible the differentiated impacts suffered by victims, as well as the importance of state authorities respecting international standards. Also, thanks to the continuous representation of victims, I have gained a better understanding of the complaints and urgent appeals, developing a continuous dialogue with the regional offices of UNHCR. My visits to prisions as well my rol in verification missions, my participation on international networks and the development of global projects such as the elaboration of a framework law for the protection of journalists, have permanently contributed to the dynamic development of my competencies related to human rights.

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

Throughout my more than fifteen years of experience, I have developed technical, academic and legal skills that motivate me to apply for the position of special rapporteur. In particular, since my university career in Chile, I have been involved in social and student movements for the defence and promotion of human rights. This immediately led me to become involved in the defence of people unjustly detained and to work with victims of the Chilean dictatorship, from a human rights perspective.

Once I was sworn in as a lawyer, I became formally involved in the human rights programme, a government department that litigates in pursuit of truth and justice for human rights violations committed in Chile, particularly acts of torture and enforced disappearances. I later followed as head of the International Cooperation and Extraditions Unit, National Prosecutor's Office, Public Prosecutor's Office of Chile. 

This career in a Chilean context has also led me to work in a regional and global context. First as a lawyer specialising in human rights at the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and then as a consultant in international human rights law for various international organisations (FIDH, REDRESS, OMCT, OSF, ICJ, KAS, Böll Foundation).

This practical experience has been intertwined with academic knowledge, involving me in particular in the advancement and knowledge of the prevention of torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading punishment or treatment. In addition to my Masters and Diploma studies, I have been appointed as a Legal Researcher on mechanisms that contribute to the prevention of torture and other ill-treatment in 16 countries with the Association for the Prevention of Torture; as a Legal Researcher in the Human Rights Observatory at Diego Portales University in Chile and as a Research Associate at the Human Right Consortium of the School of Advanced Study of the Americas, University of London, London, UK.

I am also currently working with special protection groups that are often underrepresented in Special Rapporteurs mechanisms. In particular, together with the international organisation Forest People Program, we have highlighted the emergence of new forms of torture and unlawful treatment of indigenous peoples. I have litigated cases of children and adolescents and people with disabilities in the Inter-American system. I am also part of a group of women who study human rights litigation and criminal law, with a special focus on the litigation of acts of torture. 

It is precisely in this context that I would like to offer my networking skills, practical and theoretical knowledge to the mandate of the Special Rapporteur on torture and other cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment or punishment. In particular, I emphasise my interest in advancing standards that are based on and highlight knowledge of different national realities and special protection groups as a fundamental and fundamental part of this mandate.
