III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

In my own experience, at a very young age and as a result of the bloody military dictatorship that ruled my country between 1976 and 1983 , that law and rights are not the same. The sacred Charters that establish guarantees can be ignored. Since those times and for almost fifty years I have felt comitted to working in human rights. We have walked a long way in my country and in the world, but there is still a long way to go, before humanity can feel safe from unnecesary misery and pain.The lack of water, food and education is itself a tragedy. Many of the people who suffer from these deficiencies are also often victims institutional violence, the more frecuente form of which is torture.I want to work on this mandate, because of the insufficiency of the measures adopted by the states, -some with good intentions such as training courses-, force us to think of systems that focus on changes in organizational cultures. States seem willing to keep these shameful practices under the rug, and only seem to worry when the international community becomes aware of serious facts.There is much to do, we must recover the right to a safe life, in the face of violating practices. The physical and emotional integrity of all people must be a minimum threshold of a world that stands for human rights. Racial bias should be considered as one of the factors contributing to the perpetuation of the crime of torture. It should also be kept in mind that discrimination in all other forms often enables these practices. A look at each place, country or region can warn us of the risks and try to prevent law enforcement officials or society itself from considering that injuring or even killing a person can be justified for any reason.Reminding officials and judges of the principles of reasonableness and proportionality, proposing a comprehensive approach with a focus on rights and a gender perspective are imperatives that must go beyond the theoretical space in order to achieve a kind and respectful coexistence. 

Misdemeanor laws that grant too much power to the police to arrest and keep in custody; prisons that move away from the goal of recovery or re-socialization and on the contrary propose a violent permanence while incarcerated, do not seem to be too much objected in most countries, and this deserves a strict control of compliance with international treaties on the matter.
This is what I believe in and why I am presenting this letter of motivation. Maria Alicia Noli
