(b) The impact of foreign debt and other related
international financial obligations on the
capacity of States to design and implement
their policies and programmes, including
national budgets that respond to vital
requirements for the promotion of the
realization of social rights;

(c) Measures taken by Governments, the private
sector and international financial institutions to
alleviate such effects in developing countries,
especially the poorest and heavily indebted
countries;
 

(d) New developments in actions and
initiatives being taken by international financial
institutions, other UN bodies and
intergovernmental and nongovernmental
organizations with respect to economic
reform policies and human rights;

(e) The effects of public debt, economic
reform and financial consolidation policies on
the realization of the SDGs;

(f)  The impact of illicit financial flows (IFF) on
the enjoyment of human rights;

(g)  Follow-up to the International Conference
on Financing for Development.
