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Statement on the situation in the Syrian Arab Republic
The Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, acting according to its mandate and under its “early warning and urgent action procedures”,
Profoundly alarmed by violence and widespread human rights violations in Syria including their impact on the situation of ethno-religious groups, non-citizens, migrant populations and refugees,
Extremely concerned by information contained in the Report of the Fact-finding Mission on Syria produced by the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights, in particular the mass killings and other unlawful and unrestrained use of force against the civilian population by security and armed forces which is leading to an increased exodus of populations to neighbouring countries fleeing violence,
Bearing in mind its General Recommendation No. 30 (2004) on discrimination against non-citizens,
Taking into account the Presidential statement of the Security Council S/PRST/2011/16 of 3 August 2011, the Human Rights Council resolutions S-16/1 of 29 April 2011 and S-17/1 of 23 August 2011 and recent statements of the Secretary-General, the High Commissioner for Human Rights and Special Procedures mandate holders, as well as the Arab League statement of 27 August 2011,
Declares the State party to be in breach of articles 2, 4 (a) and 5 of the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination and urges the State party to put an immediate end to violence and serious human rights violations against the civilian population.
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
