PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITIES 

In her distinguished career with the Indian Foreign Service, (IFS) spread over 36 years, Ambassador Preeti Saran served in various capacities in India as well as in Indian Missions in Asia, Africa, Europe and the Americas.  

She superannuated from the IFS as Secretary to the Government of India with the rank of Vice Foreign Minister. She was responsible for policy formulation and implementation of India’s relations with countries in East Asia, Southeast Asia, Canada and Latin America and the Caribbean region.  
She was India’s Ambassador to Vietnam and Consul General in Toronto, Canada. Her other overseas assignments include at the Indian Missions in Moscow, Dhaka, Cairo and Geneva. 

Ambassador Saran has dealt with the entire range of issues pertaining to the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (CESCR) during her long diplomatic career. 

During her assignment at Geneva, Ambassador Saran dealt extensively with UN Organizations and specialized agencies such as the WIPO, UNCTAD, OHCHR, South Centre and all economic matters on behalf of the Permanent Mission of India. She also represented India at the meetings of the Human Rights Commission.

Ambassador Saran was the Indian Sherpa and Leader of the Senior Official Meetings (SOM) at several multilateral events/Summits including the BRICS, The Bay of Bengal Initiative for Multi-Sectoral Technical and Economic Cooperation (BIMSTEC), the South Asian Association of Regional Cooperation (SAARC), ASEAN-India Annual Summits, East Asia Summit, ASEAN Regional Forum and the Mekong-Ganga Cooperation mechanism. 

She has been a senior member of Indian delegations to several other multilateral events, including at the Summit Level. She was directly in charge of major Summits hosted by India, namely the SAARC Summit, New Delhi (2007), the BRICS-BIMSTEC Summit, Goa (2016) and the India-ASEAN Summit, New Delhi (2018).

At the Ministry of External Affairs in New Delhi, Ambassador Saran held wide ranging responsibilities, including supervision of the work relating to relations with the Americas and East Asia, Counter Terrorism, External Publicity, Public Diplomacy, Development Cooperation, ASEAN, BIMSTEC, SAARC, Parliament, Establishment and Coordination. As Director General (Joint Secretary), she acquired extensive experience of dealing with India’s relations with the neighboring countries, notably Nepal and Bhutan and SAARC.
