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WE attach the observations of the Human Rights Department regarding the Questionnaire
of the Draft General comment that the Committee on Economic,5ocial and Cultural Rights is
working on entitled ( Land and Economic , Social and Cultural Rights ) . We suggest to add
the following to the Draft General Comment .

1-

The Right to ownership should be restricted if it is for purposes of demographic
change , as the facilities for ownership are for discriminatory purposes as listed in
article 45 of the Draft General Comment or to encourge the right to ownership in
those areas .

The restoration of expropriated property based on discriminatory policies must take
into account Human Rights considerations in terms of moral response or material
compensation in accordance with Judicial procedures in order to remove the
discriminatory and forced effects related to the expropriating of the right to
property.

In cases of non-International armed conflicts , the state party must protect the right
to property by adopting urgent procedures that ensure the preservation and
protection of documents in order to ensure that the property is not expropriated by
forced means.

In cases of internal Displacement as a result of security and political disturbances,
the state party should protect the Right to Property and restrict the procedures of

transferring property , because this group lives under hard conditions dominated by
weak will when making decisions .
