Proposed modalities for informal consultations 
with the President of the 60th session of the General Assembly  and the two Co-Chairs on the establishment of a Human Rights Council and the transitional arrangements (22 November 2005)
Note by the Secretariat

1. Date and location: The open-ended informal consultations will take place on Tuesday, 22 November 2005, from 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. in conference room XVII of the Palais des Nations.  
2. Participants: Pursuant to the practice of previous informal consultations held on 20 June 2005, all participants to the sessions of the Commission on Human Rights should be able to attend and participate in the informal consultations. This would include Member States and all observers, without any distinction. 
3. Speaking time limits: Following the practice of the previous informal consultations, there should be no formal speaking-time limits but participants should be encouraged to be as brief as possible to enable everybody to make a contribution to the debate and to enhance the interactive and informal nature of the meeting.
4. Programme of work: As proposed by the President of the General Assembly  and the two Co-Chairs, the meeting will consist of a briefing by them on the ongoing process of negotiations in New York regarding the modalities for the establishment of a Human Rights Council and in particular the transitional arrangements. An inter-active discussion will follow, with a possibility to make comments, put forward proposals and ask questions to the President and the Co-Chairs. 
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
