Facing difficulties for the persons with disabilities for their independent living 
· Children with disabilities 
When Children with disabilities receiving their parents/family’s care they face problems such as choice to participate in what they are interested, participate in social events, participate in society like other children. 

All children have a right to study. Many parents/families of children with disabilities in Mongolia focus only on preparing and their children for and sending them to kindergarten and secondary school. We see Mongolian parents do not give attention to children’s play, hobbies and individual interest. Parents/families of children with disabilities say they are too tired to take their children to public events and prefer to stay at home after school. They believe it would be safer for the child to be kept at home. Unfortunately this further isolates children with disability. Children with disabilities have a right to independent living services (ARTICLE 19).  

· Mother with disability /with partner/

Mother with disabilities face many problems to take care of a baby. Eg; mother using crutches unable to care for child unassisted. That is why they need suitable accommodation for safety and assistant to help take care of child. 
· Single mother/father with disabilities 

Single mother/father with disabilities face problems, pressures and challenges from society and their families. Family and society blame the single mother/fathers – you cannot care of yourself because you are disabled so cannot take care of your child. If your child doesn’t have mother/ father Mongolian people think the single parent is at fault because of their situation. Also some non disabled women leave child at home with disabled father. There are cultural challenges for single father with disability caring for daughters when there is no one else to help with personal care. There is also a risk of child abduction and trafficking when single parents with disability are preyed upon.  

Families who already care for single mother/father with disability think it is a burden when a child is also requiring care. This causes more discrimination against single parent with disability.  
Another problem for single mothers with disability in Mongolian culture is that because of shame and blame from family, she feels the need to hide her pregnancy. As a result the single women with disability has no-one to take her to medical appointments during her pregnancy and this can risk to health of both mother and baby. If the pregnant single mother had access to services and support she could independently manager her own health and medical choices.   

For this reason single mother/father also require assistant and accommodation to care for their child until age two. This system will help avoid discrimination and allow the single parent with disability to independently care for their child and don’t have to beg their family for help or receive more blame.
· Elderly people with disabilities

Law in Mongolia has no terms, or welfare systems for elderly people with disability.  In Mongolia people are forced to choose either elderly welfare service or disability service, but not both. Elderly people with disabilities need to live independently with their families and their children. Our government should understand and develop awareness of elderly people with disabilities also elderly people with disabilities need welfare services and personal assistance. 

· Person with disabilities living with elderly parents and families
Persons with disability may choose to live with their elderly parents but the elderly parents might not be able to provide a safe and suitable level of support because of their age or own health problems. Persons with disability have a right to receive assistance and services to live independently with elderly families and parents.  
· Persons with disabilities who live in rural areas (at the village and the countryside) have individual and unique needs. There is a need to research solutions to ensure suitable law for independent living systems. Primarily we need to research and develop an independent living system in nomadic countries. 

· Independent living system launch in countries need to regularly train and educate political, social workers and teachers.

· Government should make a law system to provide apartment/accommodation to those persons with disabilities who want to live independently, either living alone or with family. Until these conditions are implemented people with disabilities are unable to live independently

· The current classification system for persons with disabilities is outdated. Currently in Mongolia, PWD are divided into categories for receipt of social services depending on their ability to work. The three existing categories of loss of ability to work are: 0-50%, 50-69%, and 70-100%. People who have lost 0-50% of their working ability do not receive any services.  People with various impairments are classified in the same category. This system does not take into account individual financial situation or need for carer assistance. This is a violation of human rights and prevents development of independent living concepts in Mongolia. 
· There is not currently any methodology to determine differences between impairments of PWD (eg. deaf, blind, severe disability, mental health) so currently none of their individual needs are being met. Mongolia should implement research and the ICF to acknowledge differences between PWD in the social welfare structure. Until this is properly implemented services will not be directed at those most in need or shared fairly.

· Today persons with severe disabilities in Mongolia only have choices to live with family or in Government institution. Because there is no social support system for accessible housing and support payments they have no other option for living an independent life.
· Most of the Mongolian Government spending in Social Welfare Services goes towards rehabilitation hospitals. People use the rehabilitation hospital in the beginning only for a short time. After this they have many complex needs like assistive equipment, accessible housing, carer support and funding to pay for medical care. After the rehabilitation is finished there is currently no further support. People with disabilities would like to go to school and work and be an active member of the community so the welfare system should support these needs.

· When developing and implementing services of support for independent living of PWDs, the Mongolian Government should ensure PWDs and DPO’s are consulted and listened to from beginning to end throughout the process. Currently this is not happening and that is why mostly of Government funding via social welfare services has been wasted for people with disabilities.
