Mr. President,

I am pleased to speak on behalf of St. Kitts and Nevis, Grenada and St. Lucia. 

We are pleased that the Council agreed back in 2007 to integrate an annual discussion 
following its adoption of Resolution 6/30 entitled “Integrating the human rights of women throughout the United Nations system.” Complimentary, the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development advocates for an inclusive process and equal participation of all.
