· Shortlisted candidates will be interviewed at a later stage.

Freedom of expression and opinion is not respected even with regard to private since certain groups such as children and women do not have right to speak within some families.

Face to such situations,  concerted efforts become more urgent with a view to make people aware, train, inform and educate them, in particular, within families, schools and opinion groups to ensure the right to freedom of expression and to be different without fear or abuses.

For these main reasons, I wish to put my modest experience to the mandate for which I am applying.
