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We have along way to go in North America and I intend to continue this work. Now with
a law degree, I have increased my effectiveness and will continue to ensure that the
communities I work with have greater access to justice and human rights.

The training programme enhanced my professional abilties to protect and promote
Indigenous rights at all levels (International, National and Regional).

As stated above, I have over 10 years of experience advancing self determination of
Indigenous Peoples through self governance.

Since obtaining my law degree and my UN Indigenous Fellow training, I have focused
my attention on criminal justice for Indigenous Peoples in an attempt to address the
serious crisis of over incarceration of Indigenous Peoples in Canadian prisons.

I have been writing Gladue reports for Indigneous offenders since 2012. In writing
these reports on behalf of Indigenous offenders, I have been assisting the courts to
implement section 718.2(e) ofthe Canadian Criminal Code. Section 718.2(e)is an
ameliorative provision which was developed to address the Canada's history of
colonalism and it's intergenerational effects on Indigenous Peoples.

I have assisted many
Indigenous communities with the development of their own membership laws, custom
election laws, strategic plans etc. Through this work, I have assisted Indigenous
communities in implementation of Article 4, 5 (and others) of UNDRIP. I continue to
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support this work as a Board member of the Centre for First Nations Governance, the
only Indigenous organization in Canada dedicated to self government advancement.

Since attending law schoolI have focused more on criminal justice as a human rights
issue. In addition to writing Gladue reports to implement section 718.2(e) ofthe
Canadian Criminal Code, I co-founded a national Indigenous organization (Stonebridge
Indigenous Justice Inc) dedicated to providing cultural competence to legal
professionals and education on how to properly implement s. 718.2(e) ofthe Criminal
Code. These efforts will assist in addressing the crisis of over incarcercation of
Indigenous Peoples.

I hope to assist Indigenous groups administer their own justice systems, and assist with
a more holistic approach to reconciliation with the government and society.
