A maximum of up to three reference letters (optional) can be attached in Word or pdf format to the email prior to the expiration of the deadline. No additional documents, such as CVs, resumes, or supplementary reference letters beyond the first three received will be accepted.

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I am trained as an anthropologist and have a BSc and PhD from University College London. I completed the first year of a Masters degree in human rights law but was unable to complete it at the time due to family commitments. My human rights experience has been developed over the past twenty years through practice based work initially in Northern Ireland and later across Europe and Asia in work with the OSCE/ODIHR.

I have good written and oral communication skills. I have published more than 100 books, articles and reports, spoken at numerous conferences and other public events, and been interviewed on TV and radio in a number of different countries (UK, USA, South Africa, Australia). I have also worked in universities for a number of years and lectured on a variety of subjects to students, practitioners and officials. 

I am a native speaker of English, with excellent written and oral communication skills. I have extensive experience of communicating with with native Englsih speakers and through simulataneous and sequential translations.

I have been chair of the OSCE/ODIHR Expert Panel on Freedom of Assembly since 2006 and have worked to develop ODIHRs work in this field since then, including the connections and intersections between the freedoms to assemble and associate. This has largely involved working within the framework of the ECHR and the ICCPR, and decisions of the ECtHR and various national courts.
I have interacted with the SRs on extrajudical killings, summary and arbitrary executions and freedom of peaecful assembly and association on a regular basis since 2011. I have contributed to the development of various annual reports; faciliated meetings as part of a field visit to Northern Ireland and was a member of the Advisory Group convened by the two SRs to advise in the preparation of their 2016 report on the proper management of assemblies for the UNHRC. 

I was part of the advisory group for preparation of the Handbook on Use of Force and Firearms in law Enforcement in 2014-15; co-authored the OSCE's Human Rights Handbook on Policing Assemblies (2016) and was a member of the Working Group on Public Participation convened by the Danish Institute for Human Rights (2013-15).     

3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

Nationally, regionally or internationally recognized competence related to human rights. (Please explain how such competence was acquired.)

My knowledege of human rights has been developed, initially in Northern Ireland in work related to disputes over parades in the 1990s and more recently through work with the OSCE ODIHR and the Panel Of Experts on Freedom of Peaceful Assembly. The Panel's major piece of work has been the production of two editions of the Guidelines on Freedom of Peaceful Assembly (2007 & 2010), we are currently producing a third volume. The Guidelines have been widely cited as an authorative soft law text by the European Court of Human Rights, the UN SR on freedom of peaceful assembly and association and organisations such as Amnesty International and Article 19.

In addition I have worked with a wide range of human rights defenders, particularly in eastern and south-eastern Europe, the south Caucasus and Central Asia in providing training to build their capacity to monitor and report on the state of human rights in their countries. As a result I was invited by a network of civil society organisations in Russia and eastern Europe to act as a rapporteur in reviewing state interventions in peaceful protests in Minsk in 2010 and Moscow in 2012.

If more than three publications, kindly summarize (200 words): I have a wide range of publications to my name over a period of more that 20 years. These range from academic monographs and papers in peer reviewed journals; pieces for the media and numerous policy orientated or advocay reports. 
My work has mostly focused on aspects of conflict transformation, particularly drawing on the situation in Northern Ireland including work on public order manangement, hate crimes, violence prevention and police reforms or on different perspectives on public assemblies. Some of this work has drawn on my academic background as an anthropologist which have looked at aspects of visual culture associated with assemblies, while other pieces have drawn on human rights frameworks to analyse aspects of practice. This has included co-authoring detailed analyses of state responses to protests in Belarus (2011) and Russia (2012), which were done after requests from regional civil society networks.  

My work with ODIHR has also involved me in the contributing to numerous legal reviews of country specific legislation relating to freedom of assembly, including reviews of legislation in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Serbia and Ukraine. I was also a co-author on the ODIHR Human Rights Handbook on Policing of Assemblies (2015).

If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words): I have made numerous public presentations on human rights issues and in particular relating to the right to freedom of peaceful assembly on behalf of the ODIHR Panel of Experts over the past ten years. These have included plenary and side event presentations or speeches at the annual HDIM conference in Warsaw as well as public presentations in relation to freedom of assembly in Almaty, Kazakhstan; Madrid, Spain; Tbilisi, Georgia; Washington DC, USA and Yerevan, Armenia. 
In addition I have spoken at numerous events at the invitation of  national or international CSOs/NGOs (including in Budapest, Geneva, Istanbul, Prague  and Skopje past six months) as well as at events organsied by the European Union.  

5. flexibility/readiness and AVAILABILITY of time (200 words)

to perform effectively the functions of the mandate and to respond to its requirements, including participating in Human Rights Council sessions in Geneva and General Assembly sessions in New York, travelling on special procedures visits, drafting reports and engaging with a variety of stakeholders. I have a degree of flexibility in my working capacity to be able to undertake the duties of the mandate and I am willing and able to dedicate at least three months per year to the work of the mandate. 
In my role as Chair of the ODIHR Expert Panel on Freedom of Assembly I have undertaken a wide range of activities while also continuing other work in Belfast, Northern Ireland.  

This work has included, chairing regular meetings of the Panel in Warsaw and Vienna; chairing consultation sessions in Europe, Asia and North America; contributing to the drafting and revision of the Guidelines; working on legal reviews and engaging with governments to debate the changes we had proposed; speaking on behalf of the panel and ODIHR in a range of countries  (including Spain, Tunisia, Armenia, Kazakhstan and others); and  developing and delivery of training for human rights defenders in several countries (including Armenia, Georgia, Serbia, Kosovo, Kazakhstan; Kyrgystan and Moldova). 
Over the same period I have also worked with a range of civil society organisations  in promoting human rights relating to freedom of assembly and acted on advisory bodies relating to human rights issues.    

III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit)
I have worked on the issue of freedom of peaceful assembly for more than 25 years, in Northern Ireland, across Europe, particularly in east and south-eastern Europe and the south Caucasus, as well as in countries such as Canada, Mexico, South Africa and the USA. I have less experience in working on freedom of association and such work has been largely where the right has intersected with assembly issues. I believe that both rights are central to an evident respect for human rights and crucial to the effective functioning of civil society, and therefore to a wider peaceful and inclusive society. The rights to assembly and association are distinctive in that they are both individual rights that are exercised collectively and in turn are linked to other fundamental rights including the rights to opinion, expression and public participation. The respect, facilitation and protection of both rights are thus central to the healthy functioning of society in my opinion.  

Over the past ten years we have seen an increase in the scale, form and manner of public assemblies and associations for sections of civil society to organise and engage; to protest and demand to be heard. This has been most notable in the gatherings of the Occupy movement and the Arab Spring, as well as the Maidan protests in Ukraine, the Hong Kong Umbrella revolution, and extensive protests in places such as Brazil, Burundi, Thailand, Turkey and Venezuela. Over the same period new developments in the use of social media and a growing privatisation of public space has meant that protecting fundamental human rights has proved challenging for some states and has resulted in increasing levels of repression, harsher forms of policing, more severe punishments, as well as restrictions on the rights to organisations to register as an association, raise money, and meet annual legal and financial requirements. 

The role of the UN Special Rapporteur is a key position to monitor and reflect on emerging and changing trends in an increasingly globalised process of people attempting to exercise their fundamental rights human. The SR obviously has a central role to play in helping to clarify and elaborate international standards in a dynamic social context. I see the role as central to elaborating how the rights to associate and assemble are defined in a changing era. This will involve working with a wide range of bodies including governments, municipalities and police as well as human rights groups, civil society organisations, regional and international organiations to increase awareness of the fundamental importance of both rights in contemporary society, to identify and promote good practices and to reflect on the challenges that face state bodies in ensuring human rights are protected and facilitated. 

It would be a privilege to have the chance to build on, develop and extend the work that has been done by the SR over the past six years. From my own experience I think that some of the areas of work that could usefully be developed bythe new SR include how the rights to assemble and associate intersect with an increasing social media and internet usage; the challenges of protecting and facilitating the rights in rural areas and in relation to environmental issues; as well as ongoing concerns about developments in weapons technology. But the future agenda of the office of the SR should also be developed through a process of consultation and engagement with key stakeholders at all levels – state and non state actors; local, national, regional and international bodies as well as with other SRs in promoting and extending a culture of human rights.
