Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

 Since 2001, when I participated as an undergraduate student in an all-African moot court competition in Pretoria, South Africa, Human Rights Law has been at the centre of my high education, my academic and overall professional experience. 

I hold a PhD in International Law from Tilburg Univesity's Law School: I was affiliated with the International Victimology Institute Tilburg (INTERVICT) for more than a decade, including during my PhD years, which initiated me to the benefits of academic interdisciplinarity. I also hold a Masters Degree/LLM in Human Rights Law from the Raould Wallenberg Institute of Lund University. I studied in both English and French and therefore have an fairly good command of both languages. I have written academic publications in English and taught in English for years in the Netherlands, Belgium (Leuven University as a regular guest lecturer) and in Rwanda for many years. I regularly use French as well with the same level of command as English. Much of my work on human rights is academic. However, I have used my academic platform to advocate for human rights in various settings, including in advocating for more inclusive policies for the Batwa of Rwanda and the wider Great Lakes region.

As noted above, I chose to study of human rights Law as an undergraduate student before eventually writing an undergraduate thesis (in French) on African mechanisms of human rights protection (2003). After a six months internship at the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda (ICTR) in Arusha (2003) where I learned about the linkages between human rights law and international criminal law, I completed, with distinction, a Master degree in human rights law at the renowned Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights and Humanitarian Law in Lund, Sweden (2004-2005). I deepened my knowledge of the human rights law and involved international, regional or national institutions while pursuing a PhD at Tilburg University on indigenous rights in Africa. During this PhD research period (2005-2009), I had the opportunity to visit the United Nations Offices in Geneva (2006), and in New York during the Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues (2007, 2008). Through these visits, but also my readings, writings and teachings, I learned and continue to learn a lot about human rights norms, institutions, actors. I also continue to learn about the dynamic workings of the United Nations System as the main guarantor of human rights law.
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

 I have spent more than a decade researching human rights law, with a particular focus on indigenous rights in Africa. My application is therefore motivated by a firm belief that my work has allowed me to develop a specific expertise required for the Africa mandate holder in the EMRIP. Through my work, I have extensively explored the dynamics of identification and claims for recognition by indigenous peoples on the African continent from legal, historical and sociological perspectives. I have explored the reasons why recognition of indigenous rights remains quite problematic in many African countries. I have further written and published on other human rights and international law-related topics, with a focus on applicability of global and regional norms in specific African settings. My research and professional undertakings have allowed me to collaborate with the United Nations on several occasions, allowing me to learn more about human rights in practice. 

Finally, my current work for a peacebuilding organization has enabled me to broaden my understanding of the socio-political challenges involved in ensuring human rights protection in conflict and post-conflict contexts.  My work has taken me to several places in the African Continent, giving me a rich knowledge of the continent's diversity.

I am delighted to submit my candidacy for the position of mandate holder for Africa in the Expert Mechanism on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (EMRIP), convinced that my academic, overall professional and personal experiences would enable me to meaningfully contribute to the very important work of the EMRIP and the broad United Nations work in advancing indigenous peoples’ rights. 

Indigenous rights on the African Continent have been the central topic of my academic inquiry over the past thirteen years. Since early 2005 when I took a master course on indigenous and minority issues at the Raoul Wallenberg Institute delivered by eminent professor Asbjørn Eide, the first Chairman of the United Nations working group for indigenous issues, I decided to deepen my knowledge on the subject-matter. I spent the following four years (2005-2009) conducting a PhD research on the dynamics of indigenous identification and rights on the African continent. The resulting thesis was later published by Springer/Asser Press under the title: "Indigenousness in Africa: A Contested Legal Framework for Empowerment of 'Marginalized' Communities", with a foreword by Professor Eide. Over the years, I have authored about seven peer-reviewed publications on indigenous rights and discourses in Africa. In the process, I have been fortunate to interact and collaborate with prominent academics and practitioners who have shaped the indigenous rights movement on the continent, including the previous Africa mandate holder Dr. Albert Barume. Based on the frequent feedback received, my work on indigenous rights in Africa has been widely referenced, used in the academic teaching and beyond. 

Besides the specific domain of indigenous rights, I have learned a lot on the work of the United Nations through my work in the broad field of international law (and victimology). I was fortunate to work as a consultant in drafting the Report of the Human Rights Council Advisory Committee on “Human rights and issues related to terrorist hostage-taking” and, prior to that, I worked for the international criminal tribunal for Rwanda (2003, 2009). Collaboration with these institutions has initiated me to the workings of the United Nations and sharpened my desire to collaborate more with the body in furthering its goals, particularly in my field of expertise on indigenous rights. My current work consisting of connecting research to practice in the broad field of peacebuilding (covering human rights) has broadened my thinking in terms of connecting theoretical concepts and norms derived from human rights instruments or from research with policy-making in practice. It has allowed me to sharpen my diplomatic skills in overseeing interactions on research touching on sensitive topics through, among others, public debates (seminars) involving researchers and research users. I believe that my work as the Africa mandate holder for the Human Rights Council’s EMRIP would enable me to contribute towards the advancement of the rights of indigenous peoples in Africa by proposing concreate measures to overcome challenges they face in the struggle for recognition and inclusion in wider societies where they live. 

I chose to submit this application myself, instead of seeking nomination by some indigenous, expert, governmental or other body out of trust in the fairness of the selection process where, I believe, this application will be examined on its merit, including in relation to my personal and professional integrity.
