Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I have wide professional and academic experience relating to right to health, with 15 years of activities in this field. Within academia, I was a visiting researcher at the Bonavero Institute of Oxford University (2018); I have a postdoctoral qualification from the Human Rights Centre of Essex University (2016) and a postdoctoral qualification from the Human Rights Institute of Emory University (2011). I have a doctoral degree in Health Sciences from the University of Brasília (UnB) and a sandwich qualification from Zurich University (2010). I have the title of PAHO Leaders in International Health (2014). I am a professor of the Postgraduate Bioethics Program of UnB, the Postgraduate Public Health Policies Program of FIOCRUZ and of the University of São Paulo (USP). I supervise master’s and doctoral theses relating to human rights and health. I also coordinate the Human Rights Clinic of University Center of Brasilia (CEUB) (2013-2020) and the Patients’ Rights Observatory of UnB (2016-2020). As the legal coordinator of the Ministry of Health, I participated in drawing up various health policies and coordinated work groups and committees (2005-2010). In the Ministry of Human Rights (2010-2020), I acted as a legal advisor in cases of international human rights systems, such as the case of Alyne Pimentel, of CEDAW, the first case of maternal mortality.I communicate well in Spanish and English

I have been a professor of human rights in the Law Course of UniCEUB for 12 years. I am the author of a book on patients’ human rights (2016) and a Human Rights Course (2018), and I organized a book on the Inter-American Human Rights System - IAHRS (2019). Thus, I have in-depth knowledge of the instruments and mandates of international human rights systems. In addition to academic knowledge, I have 8 years of experience in cases within the IAHRS and the UN human rights system, as a legal advisor in the Ministry of Human Rights. In this body, I coordinated the formulation of indicators for monitoring human rights and drew up the part of the universal periodic review report that relates to health.  As the legal coordinator of the Ministry of Health (for 5 years), I conceptualized and coordinated the following: the health and human rights committee for implementing the decisions of the international human rights systems and supporting preparation of reports on UN treaty mechanisms; the legal group of the WHO tobacco control board; and the international investigation on implementation of right to health rights in Brazil, which is coordinated worldwide by Brigit Toebes, of Groningen University. In the human rights clinic (for 7 years) and in the observatory of patients’ rights (for 4 years), I developed advocacy for human rights relating to right to health.   
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

Over the last 15 years, I have been developing academic research, governmental action and activity with civil society relating to the right to health. Since 2011, I have worked on legal cases at international level, particularly within the IAHRS and the UN Human Rights System, and on preparing reports on UN treaty mechanisms and the universal periodic review, with a focus on health. Within the national sphere, I have been a member of the National Health Council, which is the main civil society body in the field of healthcare, and has acted towards implementing the right to health in Brazil. I have acted as a representative of the Ministry of Human Rights in the management committee of the national network of genetic profile databases and in the technical committee of the IAHRS network; and as a representative of the Ministry of Health in the special committee for monitoring violations of the human right to food and in the National Immigration Council. As a legal advisor, I participated in drawing up several sets of regulations, such as in relation to legal abortion, public health emergencies. As a coordinator of the Observatory for Patients’ Rights, I coordinated research on violation of the human rights of people at risk of suicide in five Brazilian states and led the compilation of a bill for the statute for patients’ rights, based on human rights treaties.

If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words): I have participated in several national and international events on topics relating to human rights and health, with a view to promoting the culture of right to health. For example, I participated in public hearings at the National Congress, representing the Ministry of Health to defend the National Health System and advocate implementation of the right to health by the Brazilian State and public hearings on the law of responsibility within health system (2008); and represented the Observatory of Patients’ Rights in public hearings on the bill for the statute of patients’ rights (2018). I was also invited to speak at the public hearing on blood transfusions for Jehovah’s Witnesses at the law courts in 2019. I gave talks at Emory University on the Brazilian National Health System (2010) and at the Congress of the Latin American Bioethics Network (UNESCO) on patients’ human rights (2018). I organized a training course on human rights for civil-society councilors of the Health Council of the Federal District (2015) and also gave a talk to doctors within the National Federation of Doctors in several Brazilian states, on the right to health (2014-2015). In 2019, I spoke at the First Latin American Seminar on Patients’ Rights, on the rights of patients and users of the Brazilian National Health System.

Considering that I have dedicated my time to developing activities relating to the rapporteurship within a variety of different spheres, I am aware of the time and intellectual, emotional and material dedication that the mandate demands. As a collaborating professor in postgraduate programs, I have flexibility to condense disciplines within a month, which allows me to dedicate myself to other tasks. As a professor of human rights of the Faculty of Law, I have flexibility to reschedule classes and be replaced by another professor, which has already happened when I obtained leave of absence for my postdoctoral and visiting researcher projects. As a legal advisor, I have the legal possibility of performing work remotely, i.e. teleworking, which allows me to have flexibility of hours and movement. Moreover, I have the possibility of asking for legal time away from this work in order to fulfil the tasks that stem from the mandate.

III. Motivation Letter

For the last 15 years, I have dedicated myself to topics relating to the interface between human rights and healthcare, and notably the issue of making the right to health effective, in terms of both the right to healthcare and the social determinants of health. I am convinced that the Special Rapporteur on the right to health is a crucial mechanism for propelling the implementation of the right to health in different countries. The rapporteurship provides a theoretical reference point that gives substance to health topics from the viewpoint of human rights. Since its creation in 2002, a specific field of knowledge that can be named “right to health” has been constructed through it. Moreover, visits to different countries have contributed towards domestic changes, which has given visibility to this topic and legitimized the actions of state and non-state players towards implementation of the right to health. I have developed this perception regarding the importance of the rapporteurship on the right to health over the last 15 years through my concomitant actions along three lines: academic, governmental and civil society.  

As an academic, I have made use of the reference framework of the right to health in a variety of articles and books, and in theses for which I was the supervisor. I wrote one of the only articles in Latin America and in the Lusophone community on General Comment no. 14, in 2000. Furthermore, in my postdoctoral work at Emory University, I analyzed the adequacy of a Brazilian report on compliance with PIDESC, regarding the right to health. This analysis gave rise to proposals to change the methodology through which the Brazilian State compiles such reports. In my postdoctoral work at Essex University, as a first for Latin America and the Lusophone community, I analyzed the application of human rights instruments within the sphere of healthcare. Thus, I have demonstrated academic commitment and dedication to development of the theory of the right to health with a view to its practical application. 

Starting from the premise that social activism is fundamental for achieving human rights, I have dedicated my time at the Observatory of Patients’ Rights and the Human Rights Clinic to compilation of documents grounded in the right to health framework, with a view to disseminating this approach in Brazil, Latin America and the Lusophone community. Furthermore, I have been an advocate of human rights, as shown by the approval of the bill for the statute of patients’ rights, result of my postdoctoral research, and in relation to the right to receive safe and high quality care and human rights in mental health. I had also coordinated research relating to violation of the human rights of people who are at risk of suicide. Through firm independent action promoting human rights as a legal advisor, I have vast experience in relation to international human rights systems, treaty mechanism reports and public healthcare policies. I have solid knowledge of the major challenges that countries have in implementing the right to health, given that I worked at the Brazilian Ministry of Health for a long time. In addition, my experience of governmental actions may provide greater concreteness to the annual reports and visits to countries that the Rapporteur undertakes, insofar as implementation of the right to health above all presupposes that countries have public policies and a collaborative attitude in this regard. Currently, putting the right to health into effect faces the challenges of climate change, policies of imposition of squeezes on social expenditure, increased social inequality, aging of the world’s population, biotechnological advances within medicine, manipulation of personal data and the thousands of people who die because of adverse health events every year, among other factors. This, this situation reaffirms the importance of the Special Rappoteur,such that access to healthcare-related goods and services and to the social determinants of health can be assured in a universal and equanimous manner.
