1. QUALIFICATIONS (200 words)

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

After my degree in law, in 1998, I began to work as a lawyer, specialized in human and migration rights with a focus on trafficking in human beings. I worked closely with several NGOs which carried out protection programs for victims of trafficking in several areas of Italy, providing legal assistance within the administrative procedures and the criminal proceedings. 
For about 8 years I have been the Focal Point on Human Trafficking for A.S.G.I. (Association for Juridical Studies on Immigration), a national network of Italian lawyers specialized in immigration law. 
Since 2015, I have been working with UNHCR as an Asylum and Trafficking expert on a project implemented by UNHCR and by the National Commission for the right of Asylum in Italy. The project is aimed at developing a standardized coordination and referral mechanism between the asylum protection and the trafficking protection systems in Italy.
Moreover, in 2014 I started collaborating with OSCE (Organization for the Security and Cooperation in Europe) as a trainer in the International simulation-based training "Combating Human Trafficking along Migration Routes". 
Over the years I cooperated with the Italian Government in designing the national strategy to combat human trafficking and in devepoping the National Action Plan against Trafficking. 
I am a highly proficient user of both spoken and written English.

Having worked for more than 20 years in the field of human trafficking, first as a lawyer working with national and international organizations  and then as a UNHCR expert, not only I have gained a deep knowledge of international and national law on trafficking, but I have also strengthened my ability to apply those legal principles relevant to the effective protection of victims of trafficking and particularly  to the establishment of referral mechanisms  between the asylum protection and the trafficking protection systems.

Thanks to my cooperation with UNHCR, I have developed a deep knowledge of those institutional mandates related to the UN Refugee Agency and in general those related to the United Nations.
Within the UNHCR project I designed the Guidelines adressed to the Italian Asylum Authorities on "The identification of victims of trafficking among asylum seekers and referral procedures" developed by UNHCR and the Italian Minister of Interior.
Over the years I carried out several training events on the topic, at a national and international level; I attended many conferences, delivered speeches in public events and participated in the activities of the Italian government, particularly of the Department of Equal Opportunities of the Presidency of Ministers, the Italian equivalent Mechanisms on Trafficking.

Given my studies and my background as a lawyer, I have strong technical expertise in the legal standards applicable to the human trafficking context: human rights, criminal and refugee law.

Thanks to my work with UNHCR in the development of the Guidelines on the identification of victims of trafficking, I acquired the necessary competences to work on SOPs and on the development of trafficking indicators. The Guidelines are considered a good practice at national and international level, since they increased the capacity of the Asylum Authorities to identify victims of trafficking among asylum seekers and implemented relevant referral mechanisms.

Having worked for many years in this field, cooperating with several both national and international organizations, I have developed excellent networking capacities and active listening skills.

Thanks to the extensive training carried out and to the participation in conferences on the topic over the years, I also have developed very good training and communication skills.

In my carreer I have been used to working as an indipendent expert with flexibility and adapting my agenda to the requested tasks. In particular I have been managing different projects while working as an indipendent lawyer as well as collaborating with Institutional organizations such as OSCE, the Italian Presidency of Ministers and NGOs. 
While working for UNHCR I developed the capacity of managing my tasks while travelling. I also drafted several reports on behalf of the Un Agency and co-operated to the development of law proposals.

This position is in accordance with the professional pathway I have carried out so far and it would also be consistent with both my interests and background.

My profound commitment and passion in performing my work over the years are the evidence of how strongly I believe in the need to guarantee the respect of human rights, particularly to those who are more vulnerable.

Over the past few years, I have developed a thorough understanding of migration flows and experienced the importance of providing assistance and protection to VoTs, also within the mixed migration flows, with a multi-disciplinary and multi-agency approach. My focus has been the one of enhancing the capacity of the system to involve the different stakeholders (including those involved in the Asylum System) in combating human trafficking and particularly in providing VoTs  with an adequate assistance. I had the chance to directly test the effectiveness of the above mentioned principles through my involvement in the establishment of referral mechanisms in close consultation with national stakeholders.

My experience on the issue of the interconnection between asylum and trafficking could be an added value considered the mixed migration movements characterizing the current situation, especially in Europe.

This position would represent a continuation of my professional efforts. I would like to continue contributing, at an international level, to the development of effective strategies to fight trafficking in human beings.

There are still several challenges to gain an effective global response in combating human trafficking and the States should be called to their responsibility for successfully prosecuting traffickers, preventing the phenomenon and identifying and protecting victims. In this context, a human rights centered approach is a key word to be included in all recommendations.

The national legal frameworks and policies must be improved ensuring the respect of international standards and principles thus making the role of the UN Special Rapporteur, in monitoring those obligations, crucial.

It would be an honor and a privilege to be appointed as a Special Rapporteur and to support the Member States in their efforts in preventing and responding to trafficking in human persons.
