III. Motivation Letter

     It has been called "modern slavery''. A concept that, while horrifying, correctly describes the reality in which victims of human trafficking exist. Just as with war, famine and other plagues the most unprotected; children and women are those who suffer the worst when it comes to human trafficking. During the now more than ten years that I have been specifically involved in the work against human trafficking for sexual purposes, my knowledge has increased. This has made me more and more upset and stunned at how this treatment of other human beings, so completely contrary to the UN Declaration of Human Rights as well as the European Convention of Human Rights can be allowed to continue.

     To realize all this pain and suffering can sometimes feel totally overwhelming. But being a lawyer and having for more than forty years worked as judge and Chancellor of Justice and having been responsible for various investigations on behalf of the Swedish government, I am convinced that the only way forward is to continue to work consistently with the rule of law and the UN Declaration of Human Rights as a guiding principles. We must believe, and I do believe, that It is possible to change the perception that human beings can be sold and bought as goods. With hard work and international cooperation, we can reverse the trend of letting financial interests outweigh the rights of humans and get governments and individuals to unite in the fight for human rights.

     During the last ten years I have visited several countries in Europe to discuss the many difficult questions connected with trafficking in human beings for sexual purposes. I have also in Sweden received representatives from both Europe and other continents for such discussions. During my latest visit to a seminar at the Vatican last fall (Summit of African Women Judges & Prosecutors on Human Trafficking and Organized Crime, 12-13 Dec 2019, arranged by the Pontifical Academy of Social Sciences) I met with a group of impressive women judges and prosecutors from African countries. All these meetings with committed and knowledgeable people have shown that human trafficking exists in all parts of the world and that those who profit from this modern slavery are not hindered by country borders. This means that international cooperation is essential in the work against human trafficking. While we at the same time must be aware that the measures and forms of work that are most effective and realistic differ between countries.

    I retired in the fall of 2018. This gives me the freedom to choose what to do now. It would be a privilege and I would be honored if I would be appointed Special Rapporteur on trafficking in persons, especially women and children. This would give me the possibility to continue working against human trafficking and for human rights, especially for children and women.
