After seven years of teaching at the University, the candidate joined the UN in 1993 serving in the office of the Secretary-General, then moving to UNDP where he served as Resident Coordinator in Morocco, policy advisor in the Office of the Administrator, and in the Department of Peace Operations, as deputy Special Representative of the Secretary-General in Haiti. He ended his career at the UN as acting Associate Administrator of UNDP at the USG level. The candidate is fully fluent in Arabic, English, French and has working knowledge of Spanish.

As acting Associate Administrator, the candidate represented UNDP in Stockholm speaking on the indissoluble links between the enjoyment of all human rights and the SDGs.

I am applying for the position of independent export on foreign debt. I believe I have the required professional experience through 28 years of service at the United Nations, in Headquarters and field contexts. During this time, I have brought to bear my expertise in development topics to practical solutions at the country level, benefiting the holders of the right to development. I have also been a strong supporter, during the SDG discussions and more recently in UN wide agreements on the response to COVID - 19 and recovery on the importance of human rights for the achievement of SDGs and an inclusive recovery. 

Through my work overseeing regional and policy bureaus, I have seen the impact of a rights-based approach to all UN activities. In particular, I have been vocal in support of migrant rights, and the rights of women. In the Iraq stabilization programme, I supported the development of programmes based on consulting local communities as rights holders.

The focus on human rights is not new. I had the good fortune of working under the leadership of the late Sergio Viera de Mello in the development of Action 2 in the early 2000s. This policy measure, innovative at the time, included providing human rights support to all Resident Coordinator offices and to UN Country Teams. Sergio's commiment to human rights, and his reasoned and lucid approach contributed in no small measure to my enthusiasm for understanding and supporting policies on the enjoyment of human rights as a basis for sustainable and inclusive development.

By serving as Independent Expert, I hope to deepen this understanding, and to share my commitment for human rights through an analysis of the complex mechanisms between the international financial obligations of States and the full enjoyment of all human rights. I believe that throught this work, I will be able to provide options for Member States to take policy and normative decisions.
