Instructions


One person may request registration for multiple members of the same delegation/participating organisation. Once the requests for participation have been received, the Forum Secretariat will review them and send a confirmation notice.

1. Register a login account for yourself or the delegation/organisation that you represent.

2. Input the participant details as indicated. Please be as specific and complete as possible with personal and professional data.

3. Upload your accreditation letter. All participants must provide a letter from their organisation on an official letterhead and signed by an officer stating their request to participate in the Forum. 
Example for participants with institutional affiliation: XXXorganization/Government/business nominates XXX participant’s full name & title, to participate in the UN Forum on Business and Human Rights, 2-4 December 2013 in Geneva. 
Example for independent participants: In my capacity as XXX title, XXX explain your professional interest, I would like to participate in the UN Forum on Business and Human Rights, 2-4 December 2013 in Geneva.
4. Once received, the Forum Secretariat will review all requests and provide a confirmation notice to the email address provided. Once confirmed, you can download the conference registration forms for all your registered participants, which will need to be completed, printed, and presented at the security gates on the day you enter the United Nations grounds in Geneva to participate in the Forum.

5. Participants with confirmed registration will be allowed to participate in the Forum and all related events which includes the pre-day to the Forum and the two official days of the programme. Participants will be able to register for specific panels/sessions at a later date.
