Pregny gate faces the International Committee of the Red Cross.  After passing the security and registration desk, participants will head to Building E, where room XVIII is located. 

To obtain an identification badge to allow access to the Palais des Nations, please present your identity document and the original registration form to UN Security at the Prégny gate.

For security reasons, the identification badge must be worn visibly at all times.

Visitor vehicles and taxis cannot access the Palais des Nations site.
Access to the United Nations premises with large luggage (i.e. bigger than carry-on size) is not authorized.  Participants carrying large luggage are kindly asked to make other arrangements for their safe-keeping.
Access doors within the UN buildings are open: 07:00-20:00.

	Transport
	Public transport: Tram and bus

The Palais des Nations is accessible through several bus lines and a tramway:
The Appia stop is nearest to the Prégny Gate and is served by buses 8, 28, F, V and Z.
The Place des Nations stop is located 500 metres away from the Prégny Gate and is served by tram number 15 and buses 5, 8, 11, 14, 28, V, F, and Z. It is located next to the Nations Gate, but visitors cannot enter through that gate and must make their way to the Prégny Gate.
Bus number 28 serves Geneva Cointrin Airport to/from the Place des Nations.

Taxis: Access to the premises of the Palais des Nations by taxi is prohibited at all times.  Taxis will take participants no further than the entrance at the Prégny Gate.
Taxis can be ordered through the guard on duty at door 6, door 40 and Prégny gate.
