The registration of births in Tanzania is governed by the Birth and Death 
Reistration ACT (CAP 108, R.E. 2002).
If the birth  occur in hospitals, health centres and dispensaries, 
registration is done at the hospital, health centre or dispensary. In case 
of births occurring at home registration is done at the village executive 
office or distict register of births office.
BEST PRACTICE: The Registration, Insolvency and Trusteeship Agency (RITA) 
Tanzania has developed a new national registration system set to massively 
accelarate the number of children under age of 5 with birth certificates. 
The mobile phone simplifies the process of birth regustration by entering 
information into the mobile phone which sends data to the central database 
at RITA in real time. The application is designed to work on all models of 
mobile phones and operating system.
Registration information of a child is entered into phone by nurses or 
village/ward executive officer and is sent via SMS to receiving hosting 
database in RITA. All that the end user needs is the handset and Tigo SIM 
card.
