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The issue of the performance of the record concerning the child birth to the registry is included in the Act. No. 154/1994 Coll. on Registries, Regulation of the Ministry of Interior of the Slovak Republic No. 302/1994 Coll., by which some provisions of the National Council of the Slovak Republic Act on Registries are performing and Act No. 300/1993 Coll. on name and surname.
The registry is the state register about the personal status of the physical persons who have been born, have contracted marriage or have died in the Slovak Republic territory, as well as of the state citizens who have been born, have contracted marriage or have died abroad. The registry is kept by the municipality. In the Slovak Republic territory is the registry area ensured and performed by the 974 registry offices. The birth of the Slovakian state citizens, which have occurred in the foreign state territory, is registered in the special registry kept by the Ministry of Interior of the Slovak Republic. For the performance of record to the birth book is competent the registry, which territory was a person born in.
To the birth book is recorded every person born in the Slovak Republic territory, regardless of nationality of person concerned, as well as the nationality of his/her parents. The record to the birth book is performed on the basis of “notification about birth”, by which the health centre announces the registry the birth of the child. The birth of the child is the physician, who has assisted in the childbirth, obliged to announce to the registry. If the child was born out of medical centre, this obligation also refers to the parents. 
The registry office, which performed the record of the birth, carries out the report obligation about the data written down in the register towards the state authorities, municipalities and other relevant subjects.  
The parents will take the birth certificate of the child at the competent Registry after performance of the record of the child to the birth book. In case the parents are foreigners, their cooperation provided to registry within the record of the child’s personal data, as well as their personal data, is assumed.
If the parents do not speak the Slovak language, it is necessary to ensure an attendance of interpreter in order to obtain the definite and comprehensible confirmation of the personal data and identity of the parents, as well as the declaration of their will concerning the agreement about the name and surname of the child.
In this connection the Slovak Republic states that The Government of the Slovak Republic has approved the “National Conception of Informatization of Public Administration” by Resolution           No. 331/2008, dated 21th May 2008. One of the tasks of the above mentioned Conception is the launching of the project “Electronization of the Registry Services”. The aim of this project is to provide data from the register, which can be used by the public administration subjects on the legal acts without another verification of their correctness. This legislation will provide full functionality and accessibility of the electronic services of registry for the users of authorized subjects of executive administration bodies, self-administration bodies and others bodies of public authority, as well as the physical persons having legal title to data written down in the registry.
