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Background
 Human Rights Council resolution 19/37, on the rights of the child, invited the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights to prepare a report on the right of the child to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of health, in close collaboration with relevant stakeholders, including civil society and to present it to the Human Rights Council at its twenty-second session (March 2013), to inform the annual day of discussion on children's rights.

We would like to contribute to the Human Rights Council (March 2013) on children's right to health, you are invited to send written contributions.
1) - what your organization considers to be the main health challenges related to children;

The organization main Health Challenges are:- 
1.There is a need of Preventing Children on HIV infections from their P+ Mothers by (Providing Up to date information to them during pregnancy and after the birth, tell tem of the challenging attitudes and norms preventing them use of the provided information ,enable behavior change by encouraging action and use of information) and PMTCT and  tackling stigma and discrimination in which Men are source here in our communities.
 
2) - the main barriers in implementing children's right to health.

This project anticipates improving the quality of health of the Pastoralists and Hunter Gathers Women and Children through Primary prevention of HIV transmission. The barriers in implementing children's right to health is to reach them as so many of them are in the hard to reach and their families are not knowledgeable of the  HIV/AIDS; and we should like the (*MoHSW) Ministry of Health and Social Welfare to responsible of the way forward to Children’s Rights to Health
 3)- examples of good practices undertaken to protect and promote children's right to health, particularly in relation to children in especially difficult circumstances;

Every child has the right to health care, clean water, nutritious food and a safe environment so they can be as healthy as possible. But this does not happen at all and it had been a story every now and about the report of death of Children as being reported that: in 2008, nearly 9 million children died before their fifth birthday, mostly from preventable causes. An estimated 4,000 children die every day from diarrhea caused by poor sanitation and dirty water. Others die because they do not have enough food to eat. Sickness and malnutrition continue to stunt the growth and restrict the development of millions more.

﻿﻿There are families who live in villages and used to rely on the rivers and lakes for drinking water; without being safe as the lakes and water rivers are dangerous – that they contain bilharzia, a parasite that can cause life-threatening illnesses and death also and a break of Pandemic.
 ‘Every child has the right to health care, clean water, nutritious food and a safe environment so they can be as healthy as possible.; the normative content of the right of the child and adolescent to enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of health, and to facilities for the treatment of illness and rehabilitation in relation to health care services and (b) the legally binding obligations of States parties to the CRC with respect to ensuring the full realization of the child’s right to health. The General Comment will provide a conceptual framework and recommendations for concrete measures and actions required by States Parties, and non-State actors, to fulfil these obligations.”: When would this promise become true.
In many developing nations education is something that Children don’t see or look at and those who got it will be lucky.

“Every child has the right to an education which develops their personality, talents and abilities to the full. Primary education must be free for all children.However, more than 100 million children, the majority of them girls, are still denied their right to go to school. Poor teaching and facilities, or poverty, deny many others the opportunity to fulfil their potential”

The above had never been a reality for every child, and fees are a major barrier to school attendance with these organizations; UNICEF and the World Bank who had done a big part but lot of the governments from the poor countries fail to be faithful as sometimes the kind of finances and support given by these organizations never reach the intended, such as school fees in countries but resulting to loss and misuse of finances at a long range. 
The funds which were expected to supply education materials, train teachers, and repair school facilities didn’t do the same. There are many factors such as excluding children, especially girls, from education include social attitudes and the pressure to work as in many African settings and communities girls is not treated fairly-Schools in most of these areas are not in a way that  many of these children would like to go to school as they are not Child-Friendly environments. These schools are not protective environments for Children and are not equipped with trained teachers and no adequate resources; no School-based water, sanitation and hygiene initiatives, including the provision of separate toilet facilities for boys and girls.

PROMISING AND SUPPORT:-

“UNICEF is the world’s largest provider of vaccines for developing countries. In 2008, we supplied vaccines for 56 per cent of the world’s children and delivered over 19 million mosquito nets. We lead and coordinate global activity on preventing mother-to-child transmission of HIV and we work to ensure that children have clean water and adequate toilet facilities. In fact UNICEF leads on the provision of water and sanitation, protecting some of the world’s most vulnerable children from preventable diseases and death. During food crises they provide training and support for health workers and distribute supplies such as ready-to-use therapeutic food to treat malnourished children; but this is not enough at all” 
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
