Turkmenistan 
With regard to concrete measures to link anti-corruption efforts with the realization and protection of human rights, please provide, where applicable: 
1) Examples which show how anti-corruption efforts can be effectively complemented through the use of human rights standards, methods and mechanisms; 
International cooperation in the field of combating corruption, based on the principle of reciprocity in accordance with international treaties of Turkmenistan.

Prevention of corruption is carried out through the following measures:

1) Formation of the social climate of intolerance towards corruption;

2) Carrying out of anti-corruption expertise, normative-legal acts of Turkmenistan and their Projects summary;

3) Consideration of issues in government agencies of law enforcement on the results entered into force decisions of the courts to invalidate the legal actions of state bodies and officials that infringe the rights of citizens, in order to develop and adopt measures to prevent and eliminate the causes of the identified violations;
4) Presentation of the qualification requirements for citizens applying for admission to the civil service, as well as verification of the information requirements specified by citizens, in accordance with the legislation of Turkmenistan.

5) The establishment as grounds for dismissal from office and dismissal from the public service due to the loss of confidence of use or other sanctions for failure to comply with the requirements of Articles 13-14 of this law.

6) The introduction of the work of state bodies, local self-rule, according to which a long, flawless and efficient execution of public officials of their duties must necessarily be taken into account when appointing him to the position, assigning him the military or special rank, class rank, diplomatic rank for state awards of Turkmenistan or its promotion.

7) Development of public and parliamentary control over the implementation of the legislation of Turkmenistan about the combating of corruption.

2) Examples where national human rights institutions (NHRIs) identified corruption as a cause of human rights violations and effective remedial measures taken; 

In accordance with Article 26 of the Law of Turkmenistan "On public associations", they have the right to participate in decision-making bodies of state power and local self-government, in the manner prescribed by this Law and other normative legal acts of Turkmenistan to represent and protect its rights, the rights and legitimate interests of the participants, as well as other authorized in government and local government to act with public initiatives on issues of public life, to make proposals to public authorities. Civil society organizations contribute to the formation of anti-corruption public awareness, promote lasting examples of honesty and integrity.

3) Examples which show how the work of national anti-corruption agencies (ACAs) and NHRIs can be interlinked, substantively, structurally and organizationally (such as existing memoranda of understanding; other formal working relations; designated human rights/anti-corruption focal points); 

4) Examples of engagement with regional and international human rights mechanisms that brought about change in anti-corruption efforts; 

5) Examples of the incorporation of human rights considerations in self-assessment of implementation of the United Nations Convention against Corruption; 

6) Examples of successful human rights litigation, or of investment disputes or civil law cases where human rights arguments played a decisive role, in corruption cases; 

7) Good practices for safeguarding human rights while combatting corruption, in particular with regard to: a) the criminalization of corruption (e.g. illicit enrichment), b) the detection and investigation of corruption, c) the prosecution and judicial proceedings (including suo motu powers) and d) in the recovery of illicit assets; 

Corruption is a huge obstacle to the realization of human rights: civil, political, economic, social. Corruption violates the basic human rights principles of transparency, accountability, anti-discrimination and meaningful participation in all aspects of society. Compliance with these principles is the most effective means of fighting against corruption.

In article № 4 of the Law of Turkmenistan "On Combating Corruption" defines the main principles of combating Corruption, recognition and enforcement of the rights and freedoms of citizens for protection from Corruption, priority of protection of the rights and legitimate interests of legal entities and individuals, the equality of all before the law, guarantees the inviolability of persons assisting in the fight against corruption, ensuring transparency and openness of public authorities, control over it by society and the state, the integrated use of political, legal, advocacy, socio-economic and other measures. That indicates a bright example of the protection of the state, the basic principles of human rights and freedoms.
8) Good practices for the protection of victims, witnesses, reporting persons, anti-corruption activists, whistleblowers and other persons involved in the fight against corruption which explicitly build on human rights standards; 

In accordance with the article 14 of the Criminal Procedure Code of Turkmenistan, the body conducting the criminal proceedings shall be obliged to protect the rights and freedoms of citizens involved in criminal proceedings, to create conditions for their implementation, immediately take appropriate measures to meet the legitimate demands of stakeholders. If there is sufficient reason to the fact that the victim, witness or other persons participating in criminal proceedings, as well as their family members or other close relatives are threatened with murder, violence, destruction of property or other dangerous illegal actions, the body conducting the criminal proceedings shall within its competence to take all legal measures to protect the life, health, honor and property of these persons.

9) Good practices for securing the independence and enhancing the effectiveness of ACAs which draw upon the United Nations Paris Principles and the practice and modalities followed for strengthening the independence and effectiveness of NHRIs (eg the International Coordinating Committee of NHRIs; its peer review process; sharing of substantive and administrative approaches to work); 

10) Any other issues relevant to the scope of this study, including for instance information on the use of indicators for measuring the negative impact of corruption on human rights or the correlation between corruption and human rights violations and vice versa. 

In order to strengthen measures aimed at more effective and efficient prevention and combat in 2014 was adopted a law of Turkmenistan "On Countering corruption."

In accordance with Article 1 of this law, the fight against corruption is carried out with the purpose of preventing, detecting, stopped and disclosure of offenses related to corruption, eliminate their consequences and to bring the perpetrators to justice, and is aimed at protecting the rights and freedoms of citizens from threats emanating from of corruption on the national security of Turkmenistan, the efficient operation of the state bodies, as well as persons performing tasks of public service. The law aims to secure stability and security in the society, the expansion of democratic principles, transparency and control in the government, to strengthen public confidence in the state and its structures, promotion professionals with high competence to enter the civil service, strengthening guarantees integrity of public servants .

The fight against corruption within their competence, are obliged to conduct all public authorities and their officials.

In accordance with Article 4 of the Law of Turkmenistan "On mass media", the state guarantees the freedom of the media. Nobody can forbid or prevent the media disseminate information of public interest. People have a right to receive through the media information about the activities of state bodies,  officials. The main task of the media in the fight against corruption, promote the formation of appropriate skills anticorruption behaviour, persistent rejection of corruption in society.
Prosecuting authorities have a special role in such an important activity of the state as the fight against corruption. In addition to its traditional oversight role and prosecution of corruption offenses, the prosecutor's office carried out preventive measures in labour collectives, enterprises, educational institutions, for a clarification of the legislation of Turkmenistan on combating corruption.
In accordance with Article 7 of the Law of Turkmenistan "About Combating of the Corruption", the prosecutor's office to coordinate the activities of law enforcement agencies to fight against corruption.
