What is this report about?
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People with disabilities have                       the same rights as everyone else.
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But life can be very hard 
for people with disabilities. 

They are often left out and treated unfairly.

Things can be much worse for women        and girls with disabilities.
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Lots of countries have agreed                        to make life better for 
people with disabilities.
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They signed a document about this.

This means that countries have to do                        what this document says.
[image: ]The document says that                             people with disabilities: 

· should always be treated fairly 

· should be able to join in                             and do the same things as everyone else
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This report says what countries should do  to make sure all people with disabilities            are treated fairly.
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We asked lots of countries,                      people with disabilities and others 
for information first.

We used some of their ideas in our report.








 
What should be happening?
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Making sure that people with disabilities 
can join in and do the same things                       as everyone else
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Countries should make it easy
for people with disabilities to do things like:

· get a good education at the same schools, colleges and universities              as everyone else
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· get a job 
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· take part in the community



· vote and have their say 
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· make their own choices with support            if they need it


[image: ]Countries need to change the way                   they do things to make this happen.
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· change laws and rules to make sure           they work well for people with disabilities 
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· work with adults and children                 with disabilities to do this
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· help everyone think good things               about people with disabilities 
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· help people with disabilities                        to do well and get the right support





[image: ]Countries may have to do things                   that only help people with disabilities.


For example, they could help companies                   give more jobs to people with disabilities.                            
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Countries should look at what                makes life hard for people with disabilities               and change this. 




[image: ]For example, countries may need to 
make things easier, like:


· transport
· buildings
· information
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Staff also need the right training                and support to work with 
people with disabilities.

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They should never be:

· left out

· treated in a worse way than other people 
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Countries should have good laws            about this.





[image: ]Countries should make it easy 
for people with disabilities to join in 
and do things.

Some things may take longer to change. 
Like making transport easier for everyone to use.
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But other things should be changed now       if possible.



For example, there are changes                   that organizations can make                           to help people with disabilities.
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These changes may help one person          with a disability. Or lots of people               with disabilities. 


[image: ]For example, someone with a disability  may need:


· easy information to help them                   do their job
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· a ramp to get into a building
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· more time to see a doctor or nurse
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Organizations should work 
with the person to find out what they need and what is possible.
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Organizations should do 
what the person needs if they can. 


There should be laws to make sure              this happens.
[image: ]Sometimes it may not be possible                     to change things.


For example, if the changes:

· cost too much money 
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· take too much time 
       
· are against the law

· do not help the person with a disability      to get their rights
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If the organization cannot change things  they must show why.
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Countries should:

· have laws, rules and information
to help organizations know what to do 
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· help organizations feel good about people with disabilities

 
Other things that countries should do
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Countries should also:


· have good information to show                how people with disabilities are treated and what needs to change
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· help people with disabilities              know their rights and check                     how countries are doing
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· make it easy for people with disabilities to get help from the law                                  if they are treated unfairly
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Other organizations can help make sure that people with disabilities are treated fairly.
