Information of the Republic of Kazakhstan

concerning the right to education of persons with disabilities

1 (a, b). Response: In accordance with paragraph 1 of article 12 of the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the Republic of Kazakhstan shall be recognized and guaranteed rights and freedoms. Also, in accordance with paragraph 1 of article 39 of the rights and freedoms of man and citizen may be limited only by laws and only to the extent that this is necessary in order to protect the constitutional order, public order, rights and freedoms, health and morality of the population.


While the placement of persons with disabilities in boarding houses is a public service and is provided on the basis of a personal application of the person in need of accommodation, or his legal representative. 


According to article 26 of the Civil code of the Republic of Kazakhstan citizen who because of mental illness or dementia may not understand the meaning of his actions or control them, may be adjudged incompetent, and therefore over him guardianship is established. On behalf of the adult, the transaction commits his guardian. In the case of recovery or significant improvement of health, incapacitated, the court finds it viable, then it shall be guardianship. 


(с, d) Response: According to paragraph 1 of article 21 of the Constitution everyone lawfully within the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall have the right of free movement and free choice of residence, except as otherwise provided by law. However, if you want to move into the boarding house under paragraph 1 of article 13 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 29, 2008 №114-IV "On special social services" him is provided on the basis of the evaluation determine the need may by application to choose the form of social services: hospital, prestazione, home maintenance, temporary stay.

(e, f) Response: In order to create conditions for ratification of the Convention on the rights of persons with disabilities in 2012 in the country gradually implement an action Plan to ensure the rights and improve the quality of life of persons with disabilities in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2012-2018, which includes: 


- improvement of the existing legislation in the field of social protection of persons with disabilities in accordance with the requirements of international standards;


- adaptation of infrastructure in order to create an accessible environment for people with disabilities in all spheres of life;


- the formation of public consciousness about the need to ensure the rights of citizens with disabilities to recognize their rights.


In 2013 was completed the first phase of implementation of this document. 2014 launched the second phase of the Action Plan for 2014-2015.
2. (a, b) Response: since 2009, the country is implementing the Law «On special social services», which provides for the rendering of special social services to persons who are in difficult life situations, including persons with disabilities.

Special social services include comprehensive provision of 8 services: social, socio-medical, socio-psychological, socio-pedagogical, social, employment, socio-cultural, socio-legal and socio-economic. 

The provision of social services is a public service and is based on the application of the person, they need to grant the right to choose the form of services: hospital equipment, home maintenance, temporary stay.


3. (a) Response: special social services guaranteed by the state in the event of a difficult situation and are available free of charge at the expense of the budget.

At the same time, local authorities have the right to approve aggressive amount of special social services and to provide it on a paid basis.

(b) Response: special social services due to budget are state medical-social institutions, and by placing the state social order in the nongovernmental sector.

Also the procurement of special social services can be carried out using the established by the legislation on public procurement special order.

(c) Response: the provision of social services is public service and is provided on the basis of the application of the person in need of them.

(d) Response: they can, but at their own expense.

(e) Response: Special social services are provided in all regions of the country: 49 medico-social institutions (hereinafter - MSI) General type for the elderly and persons with disabilities; 34 MSI for persons with psycho-neurological diseases; 17 children MSI for children with neuropsychiatric abnormalities; 4 children MSI for children with disorders of the musculoskeletal system; 43 offices day care, 547 branches of home servicing, 23 centers for persons without a permanent place of residence; 16 rehabilitation centers for persons with disabilities, including children with disabilities.

Only in these institutions special social services varies 73 221 thousand people.

(f) Response: In the implementation of this provision by the Ministry of health and social development of the Republic of Kazakhstan developed a draft law "On introducing amendments and addenda to some legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan on protection of rights of persons with disabilities", which today is being coordinated by Central government agencies. 

(g) Response: the Formation of state policy in the field of social protection of the rights of persons with disabilities by the Ministry of health and social development of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

4. Response: Independent monitoring of observance of the rights of persons with disabilities provides the Commissioner for human rights and the General Prosecutor of Kazakhstan.

5. Response: Ministry of health and social development of the Republic of Kazakhstan since 2006 created and implemented automated information system «Centralized data Bank of persons with disabilities» (hereinafter - CBPD), which contains information about persons who have passed examinations in the departments of medical-social expertise with the aim of establishing a disability, the extent of total loss and disability, development of individual rehabilitation programs. 


Currently, in CBPD is registered more than 600 thousand people with disabilities.
