     Indonesia has ratified UNCRPD through Law No. 19/2011 concerning ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. Article 33 UNCRPD determines the existence of a national coordination mechanism and an independent body monitoring the implementation of respect, protection and fulfillment of the rights of persons with disabilities. Under the provisions of Article 33 of the UNCRPD, the Indonesian State must establish focal points in the monitoring number of the implementation of the convention. Indonesia must also set up an independent monitoring mechanism, usually in the form of an independent national human rights institution (such as the National Commission for the rights of persons with disabilities). In addition to the existence of independent institutions that were specifically formed, the full participation of civil society, especially persons with disabilities and their representative organizations, is very important in the national monitoring and implementation process. Then, Indonesia also has the Law No. 8/2016 concerning persons with disabilities. 

My observations to represent the Women Working Group (WWG) as follows:

1. Need more international support, especially from Intergovernmental Organizations such as UN agencies in facilitating civil society in reporting UN human rights mechanism such as the UN Treaty Body Recommendations, Individual Complaint Mechanism, Universal Periodic Review (UPR) and the achievement and SDGs program especially data on SDGs impact and participation in development. 

2. The international cooperation that has been carried out by several international institutions and organizations need more  sustainable program and need based on strong assessment. Even the Coordinating Ministry for Human Development and Culture (Menko PMK)Indonesia affirmed that there are several factors why the handling of persons with disabilities in Indonesia has not been maximized. For example, the government still needs to harmonize with various Ministries so that their roles and functions do not overlap moreover , regulations related to the handling of persons with disabilities do not experience crucial problems.(https://www.nu.or.id/post/read/108811/pemerintah-respons-pembentukan-komisi-nasional-disabilitas). 

Then, Yeni Rosa Damayanti from representatives of the Healthy Mental Education Organization (PJS) said that a number of DPOs encouraged the government and legislative body to form immthe National Disability Commission (KND). 

Even incidents are still found in various places and regions in Indonesia that are not friendly to persons with disabilities. Furthermore, there are still inhumane incidents experienced by persons with disabilities recently such as youth retention in West Java for 19 years. Programs should be in the form of intervention programs so that persons with disabilities understand their rights and how to claim their rights.There are still schools that do not accept students with disabilities. 

3.  The condition of persons with disabilities during the Covid-19 resulting in the deterioration of the lives of persons with disabilities. Many people with disabilities work as masseurs, traders, artists and service sellers because they have complied with the call to stay at home and maintain physical distance aimed at preventing the spread of Covid-19, they are facing the doubt between staying at home or not earning income (testimony from the Chair of the Volunteer Forum Difabel Indonesia (Fordiva) in Beritajatim.com 4/4/2020). Therefore the economic income of persons with disabilities has decreased. Besides that public information provided by the government for persons with disabilities is limited. The government has not yet submitted a measurable plan for the formation of efforts to prevent transmission and contracting the corona virus to persons with disabilities. For example, examination of symptoms and treatment; social security services in the healing process that should be produced taking into account access for persons with disabilities including extensive rehabilitation services.

Recommendations: 

1. International Organizations, Inter Governmental Organizations and Embassies in Indonesia shall more facilitate persons with disabilities and DPOs in accessing funding and wider program access, especially in disadvantaged areas for priority programs in Indonesia such as health access (based on Health Law No. 36/2009 and Health Quarantine Law No. 6/2018), right to social security (Law No 40/2014 on the National Security System), the right to work, the rights of women with disabilities (CEDAW Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Againts Women that have been ratified by Law No. 7/1984 (ILO Convention No. 111 concerning Discrimination in terms of Employment and Occupation. This ILO Convention has been ratified by Indonesia through Law No. 21/1999), children with disabilities (based on Law No.35 of 2014 concerning Child Protection and the Convention on the Rights of the Child, which have been ratified by Indonesia through Presidential Decree No. 36 / 1990. 

2. International Cooperation shall  focuses more on facilitating persons with disabilities and DPOs on their involvement in the UN Human Rights Mechanism and their active role in the SDGs.
