The Workers’ Housing Organization (0.£.K.), founded in 1954 and abolished in 2012 by an Act of
the Council of Minister (Law 4046/2012), was designed te provide housing accommodations to
homeless warkers and employees. Since 2012 the Manpower Employment Organization {O.A.E.D.)
has undertaken the competences, funds, property and obligations of OEK, adding to its purposes
«the housing protection of workers and employees that contribute into its funds».
As d result O.A.E.A. has managed to do the following:
1) Starting the process of editing the ownership titles of apartments in housing settlement
designed and built by O.E.K.
2) Launched and succeeded in issuing an Act of Payment Adjustment Plan for subsidized Housing
Loans (i.e. Loans financed by cooperating Banks in Greece with interest subsidized by O.EK. for
the first 9 of the 15 years).
3) Completed the inventory of homeless employees (who pay contributions into 0.E.A.D.) in 19
areas all over Greece so as to distribute 141 available and vacant apartments.
Lastly, O.A.ED. Is now planning a Payment Adjustment Plan for the Housing Loans financed by
former O.E.K.’s assets.
