Concept note

12-13 February 2019, Room XII, Palais des Nations, Geneva, Switzerland

This consultation, mandated by Human Rights Council resolution 38/8 and
organized in coordination with the Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS,
will last a day and a half, taking place on 12 and 13 February 2019. At this
consultation, participants will discuss all relevant issues and challenges
pertaining to respect for and the protection and fulfilment of human rights in the
context of the response to HIV, with a focus on regional and subregional
strategies and best practices.

Following the Council resolution 38/8, the consultation will examine best
practices, evidence, learnings and challenges in removing human rights barriers
and promoting human rights in the HIV response in regional and subregional
strategies. Keeping in mind the importance of monitoring, accountability and
empowerment in the field of human rights and health, the consultation will also
consider regional accountability mechanisms. Finally, the consultation will also
address the current challenges towards ending AIDS by 2030, particularly
regarding the fulfilment of the right to health and the freedom from stigma,
discrimination, violence and abuse.

At this consultation, participants will discuss:

e The importance and impact of a human rights approach and removing
human rights barriers in current HIV responses

e The available data and research on human rights in the context of the
response to HIV

e The challenges and gaps in current efforts to remove human rights
barriers and end human rights violations

e The multiple and intersecting forms of stigma and discrimination in the
context of the response to HIV

e Opportunities going forward for greater integration of human rights in
the HIV response

OHCHR will prepare a report on the outcome of the consultation, identifying regional
and subregional strategies and best practices to respond to the HIV epidemic and to
respect, protect and fulfil the rights of persons living with, presumed to be living with,
at risk of or affected by HIV. The report will be submitted to the Human Rights Council
at its forty-first session in June 2019.

In its resolution 38/8, the Human Rights Council requested the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights to organize a consultation to discuss all relevant issues
and challenges pertaining to respect for and the protection and fulfilment of human
rights in the context of the response to HIV, with a focus on regional and subregional
strategies and best practices.

The Council further requested the High Commissioner to invite to the consultation
Member States and all other stakeholders, including relevant United Nations bodies,
agencies, funds and programmes, the special procedures, in particular the Special
Rapporteur on the right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard
of physical and mental health, the treaty bodies, regional human rights and health
organizations and bodies, national human rights institutions and civil society, including
persons living with, presumed to be living with, at risk of or affected by HIV.

After the high-level opening, the consultation will be organized around four panels.
Each panel will begin with invited speakers, followed by an interactive dialogue,
including with questions and statements from the floor.

Interpretation will be provided in the six United Nations official languages (Arabic,
Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish).

Oral statements: Member states, UN agencies and funds and civil society
representatives will be able to make short oral statements from the floor during the
consultation (max. 2 minutes).

Weritten submissions: Written statements and other substantive submissions will also
help inform the debates and summary report of the meeting. Please send your
