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Mandate of the Special Rapporteur on extreme poverty and human rights
· The nature of poverty and inequality in Lebanon, including how poverty is or should be defined and measured, its prevalence, and its distribution.
The poverty in Lebanon is not caused by natural disasters, earthquakes of floods but poverty is caused by the economic, social & political policy since Takef agreement in 1992, stealing, looting…..
Corruption is the cause of poverty in Lebanon. Poverty is the inability of a person to meet his needs of food, health and education…..
· The major challenges and most severe human rights-related problems confronting those living in poverty.
The poverty in Lebanon cause inability of the citizen to have the basic human rights as food(raising the prices), health(high cost of hospitalization and medicines) and at the educational level students are unable to be back to schools because the public schools are closed due teachers’ strike and the unable to pay the installments’ in privet schools.
· The impacts of poverty on economic, social and cultural rights, such as the rights to health, housing, food, education, and social security, as well as on civil and political rights.
1- Dollars Rise

2- The collapse of the Lebanese pound lost 95% of its value

3- mass unemployent

4- Closure of institutions and dismissal of a large number of employees

5- Migration of doctors, teachers and pharmacists

6- Loss of medicine, food, gasoline, diesel and gas

7- Social tensions

8- Increase of crime and theft

9- Public schools are till now closed, and most of Lebanon's students are unable to return to education

10- The depositors' money has been seized in the banks
11- The inability of hospitals to provide health services to citizens and the lack of coverage by social security or insurance companies for the cost of hospitalization

· The role of international financial institutions such as the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank; the management of public finances; and the role of the corporate sector, including commercial banks, in relation to poverty.

The World Bank refused to provide any assistance to Lebanon unless reforms were implemented, and this is what the political class in Lebanon rejects because it affects their interests.

· The impacts of the Lebanese political and governance system on the capacity of the State to alleviate poverty without discrimination.
The Lebanese government informed the people that there is bankruptcy and there is no money. And that there is no possibility of offerings without reforms, but sectarian quotas are the standard in the government's approach and are still ongoing. It is possible to delay the social explosion, but the government will not be able to save Lebanon from the current crisis without radical political changes

· The potential of and challenges facing the existing social protection system to address poverty, inequality, and social exclusion, especially with a view to protecting informal and vulnerable workers, rural populations, migrants and refugees.
All Lebanese population and all groups living in Lebanon including refugees, vulnerable workers, migrants are affected by the economic situation.
· The social and economic impacts of COVID-19 on poor and low-income groups.
During COVID-19 epidemic the Lebanese government imposed a full quarantine and curfew and most of businesses was closed for months and this cause to increase the unemployment, close of businesses or increase the number of employees to not be able to pay for them and their was not any support from the government to institutions or to the low- income group. COVID-19 in addition to the economic situation in Lebanon have a very bad impact on the populations as all.
· The role of fiscal spending, public finance management, and tax policy in relation to poverty.
The fiscal policy adopted by successive governments on Lebanon is the cause of the economic collapse that Lebanon has reached

The visits have to be to the poor district in Tripoli,  Borj Hammoud, Tabeneh, Akkar, Bekaa, Lebanese prisons, South Lebanon.
