DISPLACED PERSONS

1. In Slovenia, the Anti-trafficking Service within the Ministry of the Interior is responsible for collecting data on identified victims on the basis of official police statistics, as well as on the basis of records of non-governmental and humanitarian organizations. Data are broken down by gender, age, type of exploitation and country of origin. According to the statistics, no victims of trafficking have been identified among displaced persons in the past couple of years.
e) The Government Office for the Support and Integration of Migrants provides asylum seekers accommodation, support and psychosocial assistance, and offers integration support to persons granted international protection. Asylum seekers are received by the Reception and Support Division, which provides accommodation at the Asylum Centre or one of its units. Through different programmes carried out at the Asylum Centre, asylum seekers may exercise their rights in accordance with the applicable legislation. Following the successful completion of the procedure, persons granted international protection are provided assistance through the Integration Division to better integrate into Slovenian society. Each person granted protected status is provided accommodation at one of the integration houses and assigned an integration counsellor, who helps devise a personal integration plan. To ensure faster integration, persons under international protection may participate in various programmes, among which the most important is a Slovenian language course.
f) In order to identify potential victims of trafficking in human beings among the international protection applicants, PATS project has been implemented for a number of years in the Asylum Centre, which is currently carried out by the Institute for African Studies. The purpose of the project is to raise the awareness of persons who in most cases do not realise the dangers and consequences of trafficking in human beings and to encourage them, with a suitable approach, to actively participate in preventing various types of exploitation.  The most important are individual interviews with unaccompanied minors and women, in which those individuals are informed of trafficking in human beings and preventive measures. Interviews are held in the presence of an interpreter. Each applicant for international protection receives a leaflet (in the language they understand) with basic information on trafficking in human beings and telephone numbers where they can get assistance and advice. The project also includes the possibility of individual information sessions with adult men.  Also, it is important to provide the identified victims of trafficking in human beings or sexual or gender-based violence with access to adequate care. The project also includes informing the employees and everybody in contact with applicants in the course of their work of the presence and dangers of this phenomenon. 
2. In Slovenia, trafficking affects mostly adult women, which are most often trafficked for prostitution and sexual abuse. Almost always, the victims of the foregoing criminal offences are aliens, usually women, exceptionally minors. Victims come from economically poor countries and are vulnerable for some personal reason. The basic criterion in determining whether the victims really do not have any other acceptable option is the vulnerability of the victim, through which the accused recruited the victims to work for them under their conditions and rules.

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5. Labor standards in Slovenia are the same for all workers, regardless of their status, citizenship or any other criteria.

6. The Republic of Slovenia is a state party to both conventions. Therefore, the refugees and stateless persons are granted the same treatment as our citizens in terms of working conditions and social security benefits.

8. Persons who are treated in Slovenia in accordance with the provisions of the International Protection Act and who are also victims of sexual or gender-based violence are considered a particularly vulnerable group. Addressing them requires special mechanisms that complement the existing national system, as otherwise they would not be able to access adequate protection and assistance. This is provided in Slovenia through »Standard operating procedures to prevent and respond to cases of sexual violence and gender-based violence against persons treated under the Provisions of the International Protection Act«. The document aims to ensure the safety of people with experience of sexual and gender-based violence, prevent the escalation of violence, reduce and eliminate the consequences of violence and strengthen their power.

9. In Slovenia, assistance to all victims of trafficking (regardless of their status, nationality, etc.) is provided in the framework of two programmes financed by the government and implemented by NGOs selected though a public tender. 
The first programme is called »crisis accommodation« and is co-financed by the Ministry of Labour, Family and Social Affairs and Equal Opportunities. It is aimed to provide crisis accommodation during the reflection period of up to 30 days in order to remove victims from the influence of traffickers and help their initial recovery. 
The second programme is called »safe accommodation« and is funded by the Ministry of the Interior. The programme focuses on the period after the initial crisis accommodation. It is intended for victims of trafficking who have decided to cooperate in the investigation/criminal proceedings. 
The selected NGOs have to provide the following:

· Psychological assistance,
· Assistance with ensuring primary health care services in accordance with the act which regulates health care and health insurance, 
· Ensuring the safety of victims and employees cooperating in individual cases, if necessary,
· 24-hour availability for victims 

· Translation and interpretation services, if necessary,
· Assistance with ensuring suitable support for child victims, 

· Counselling and providing information, especially regarding victims’ rights, in a language that victims understand, 
· Assistance with returning victims to their country of origin,
· Other activities in connection with socialisation and revitalisation,
· Raising awareness of the young and staff working with the young about the dangers and traps of trafficking in human beings, 

· Assistance with regulation of status in the Republic of Slovenia,
· Assistance with informing child victims, about their rights, their role, and the content, schedule and course of procedures, and responses to their requests,
· Assistance ensuring that the rights and interests of victims of trafficking in human beings are represented and treated at suitable levels of prosecution of perpetrators,
· Assistance with ensuring suitable support for child victims during the entire legal procedure,
· Professional training of care providers with other participating bodies (the police, workers at social work centres etc.) in the process of assisting victims and prosecuting perpetrators.
In addition, in January 2019 the programme »(Re) Integration of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings« was launched. The program which is co-financed by the EU Internal Security Fund and the Ministry of the Interior is a logical continuation of the aforementioned programs. The overall objective of the project is to ensure the prevention of re-victimization of victims of trafficking in human beings by carrying out activities to integrate victims of trafficking in the education system, into the labor market, to acquire and improve vocational skills and qualifications, and to provide adequate protection or admission to the family (applicable to children). The project is intended for both citizens of the Republic of Slovenia who have been treated as victims of trafficking abroad as well as foreign citizens who have been identified as victims of trafficking in the Republic of Slovenia.
No, the remedies mentioned above are not available to the victims that return to their country of origin.
10. In 2013 Slovenia implemented the Directive 36/2011/EU, which means that Slovenian legislation in the field of trafficking in human beings is in compliance with the EU standards.
All forms of trafficking are prohibited through paragraph 113 of the Criminal Code. The specific offence of trafficking in persons was established in Slovenia in 2004. However, the offences of 'abuse of prostitution' and 'placing in the condition of a slave' have been used to prosecute some forms of human trafficking both before and after the establishment of this offence. The maximum penalty for trafficking is 15 years' imprisonment. Since 2015 the use of services provided by a victim of trafficking in human beings, with the knowledge that the person concerned is a victim of trafficking, has been criminalised as well.
Besides, Slovenian legislation establishes the criminal liability of legal persons by virtue of the Act on the Liability of Legal Persons for Criminal Offences. The offences listed in Article 25 of this Act refer to Chapter 14 of the Criminal Code, which includes trafficking in human beings. The sanctions envisaged include a fine, confiscation of property and closing of the legal entity. Additional measures may be imposed, such as prohibition of specific commercial activity or activities on the basis of licenses, authorisations or concessions granted by the state. 
11.  In Slovenia, the principle of non-punishment of victims of trafficking in human beings is complied with on the basis of Article 23 of the Criminal Code, which stipulates that “any offence committed under influence of coercion, which the perpetrator was not able to withstand, shall not constitute a criminal offence.” Other general provisions of the Criminal Code, such as Article 32 (necessity) and Article 33 (limits of punishability), as well as the possibility for a prosecutor to abstain from starting a prosecution or to discontinue a prosecution pursuant to Article 163 of the Criminal Procedure Act, can also be applied in cases where victims of THB have committed offences while being trafficked. To this day, no cases have been reported of victims of THB being prosecuted, tried or penalised in Slovenia.

DISPLACED CHILDREN

In Slovenia, there have been no cases reported of displaced children among the victims of trafficking.
