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INPUT OF THE SLOVAK NATIONAL CENTRE FOR HUMAN RIGHTS TO THE REQUEST OF THE OFFICE OF THE HIGH COMMISSIONER FOR HUMAN RIGHTS CONCERNING ON THE RESOLUTION 32/13 ON THE PROMOTION, PROTECTION AND ENJOYMENT OF HUMAN RIGHTS ON THE INTERNET
The Slovak National Centre for Human Rights (the Centre) is a national human rights institution established in the Slovak Republic, accredited with status B by the International Coordinating Committee of National Human Rights Institutions. As an NHRI, the Centre is a member of the European Network of NHRIs (ENNHRI). The Centre was established by the Act of the Slovak National Council No. 308/1993 Coll. on the Establishment of the Slovak National Centre for Human Rights. Pursuant to Act No. 365/2004 Coll. on Equal Treatment in Some Areas and on Protection from Discrimination, and on amendments and supplements of certain acts, as amended (the Anti-discrimination Act) the Centre acts also as the only Slovak equality body. As an NHRI and Equality Body, the Centre performs a wide range of tasks in the area of human rights and fundamental freedoms including the observance of the principle of equal treatment. The Centre among other powers: 

1) monitors and evaluates the observance of human rights and the observance of the equal treatment principle;

2) conducts research and surveys to provide data in the area of human rights; gathers and distributes information in this area; 

3) prepares educational activities and participating in information campaigns aimed at increasing tolerance of the society; 

4) provides legal assistance to victims of discrimination a manifestations of intolerance; 

5) issues expert opinions on matters of the observance of the equal treatment principle; 

6) performs independent inquiries related to discrimination; 

7) prepares and publishes reports and recommendations on issues related to discrimination; 

8) provides library services and services in the area of human rights.
Obstacles faced by women in your country to access the Internet, sex-disaggregated data on access to the Internet, measures taken or envisaged to bridge the gender digital divide and any other issues… 

More than 4 billion people do not have internet (60% of all people). The latest research of the World Wide Web Foundation shows that only 50 % of women do less likely access the internet. The research has shown that women in developing countries who do not have secondary grammar school education have a lack of knowledge in the area of internet usage. This trend was reflected in countries such as Cameroon, Columbia, India, Indonesia, Kenya, Mozambique, Nigeria, Philippines, Uganda and Egypt. 

Latest researches show that young women access internet at earlier age where on other hand the older men use the internet more often comparing to the older women. Men often use internet for job or information search and women mostly for communication. 62% of men download applications, which they use when they are connected to the internet on their phones or tablets and only 36% of women do the same.
 More than one quarter of Slovak users access the internet immediately after they wake up. 

Slovakia is a developed country and internet is used by 80,5 % of its population. This number reflects the percentage of home internet users.
 

Women in Slovakia have the same rights for accessing internet as men. Obstacles faced by them are mostly the same as for men such as poverty, membership of a socially marginalised group or high age. For instance, both Roma women and men living in settlements or dwellings hardly have access to electricity and drinking water, hence access to internet is even more unrealistic. 
There are more factors influencing the usage of the internet such as age. Older people cannot afford to pay for the internet because of their low pension income. This covers people in the age of 60 and more because the retirement age for both genders is 62. The income criterion certainly affects both men and women. Since gender pay gap is mirrored in lower pensions received by women, old women may face greater financial obstacles to pay for internet connection than older man. Naturally, many old people, both men and women, have few or zero experience using computers and other modern technologies and are less interested in accessing internet or acquiring their own internet connection. However, in less distant future, also older people will be able to use the internet because of their internet experience in the younger age and they are prepared to use the internet also when they go into retirement.
A significant challenge in accessing and using internet by women might be also cyber violence against women mostly at social networks. Cyber bullying and sexual harassment is easier with modern technologies. Men as employers, colleagues or anonymous persons can harass women by emails or messages online and can affect their psychical health.
