I am Professor of international law of human rights, expert and independent consultant for national and international non-governmental organizations, international agencies, as well as for government agencies. I have time available to carry out the functions of the mandate, including participation in the sessions of the Council for Human Rights in Geneva and the General Assembly sessions in New York, also have availability to carry out visits by the special procedures. So, I can devote three months to the work of the mandate

In presenting my candidature in the process for the election of the Special Rapporteur on Human Rights and International Solidarity of the United Nations, I do so with the conviction that I can contribute with my experience and knowledge both in practice and in the theory of  human rights .

 Indeed, as a teacher and researcher in human rights, diplomacy, international law, and advisor to national and international NGOs, I have had the opportunity to contribute to the defense of human rights from different areas. I have had the honor of being an independent expert in the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights of the United Nations for twelve consecutive years, having being elected Vice-President of that Committee in two periods. My long experience in the Committee has allowed me to deepen my knowledge in the normative content of all international human rights treaties in the system of treaty bodies, including the Human Rights Council and the Special Procedures.

On the other hand, my experience in dealing with governments, international organizations and various civil society actors has given me the skills and knowledge to establish good levels of dialogue. The professional advice that I have provided as an academic and as a human rights activist in the face of individual and collective cases of human rights violations, provides me the experience to understand the need to address international cooperation and international solidarity as a human right to ensure full compliance with all human rights. 

The draft declaration on the right to international solidarity to be presented by the current Rapporteur to the Human Rights Council is a necessary and indispensable starting point, since  it proposes to articulate the conceptualization and nature of this specific right  taking into account economic, social and cultural rights, as well as civil and political rights, and other issues of transcendent interest, such as the extraterritorial obligations of states and other actors.  

 I believe in the importance of working with flexibility and openness to build cooperative relationships with governments, NGOs and UN agencies, while maintaining independence and my ongoing commitment to human rights. I have always been involved in the defense and promotion of human rights, both in national and international human rights bodies. It would be a challenging, if elected, to have the opportunity now to work with the Human Rights Council, governments, other mandates and civil society actors in the field of international cooperation and International solidarity. International cooperation and solidarity are now more necessary than ever in order to deal with the conflicting situations of human rights violations and to guarantee full compliance with all human rights under the principle of universality, indivisibility and interdependence of these rights.
