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Understanding that climate change along with biodiversity loss acts as an ‘threat multiplier’ having disproportionate, cascading, and compounding impact on vulnerable communities including people with disabilities with respect to the Cost of Living; Migration and Displacement; Health, Water, and Sanitation; Livelihood and Decent Work; Disability-inclusive Disaster Risk Reduction (DiDRR); Capability Approach; Accessibility; Hunger, Poverty, Energy, and Food Security; Mental Health (like Climate/Eco Anxiety); Habitat and Adequate Housing; Eco-ableism; and beyond because of persons with disabilities’ greater exposure, higher sensitivity, and lower ability to adapt (capability deprivation owing to climate change). 
These are some recommendations pursuant to article 11 of the UNCRPD.
1. Build Forward Better based on the “Leave No One Behind” principle (and not Build Back Better) as the past was not inclusive enough.
2. Use of technology – GIS and other technology based system for risk profiling of vulnerable communities and ecosystems and early warning system concerning climate change-induced disasters. 
3. Vernacular Architecture for accessible, inclusive, and climate resilient infrastructure and housing.
4. Calculation of climate change-induced Disability-adjusted life years (DALYs).
5. Documenting the lived experiences of persons with disabilities concerning impact of climate change on their physical and mental health among other things and taking them into account for policy formulation.
6. Accessible Universal Health Coverage and Insurance for Persons with Disabilities from climate change-induced disasters.
7. Universal Accessibility for climate resilient infrastructure, disaster preparedness, and post-disaster rescue, rehabilitation, and reconstruction.
