Good morning and greetings to the CRPD Committee members, Working Group on the General Comment article 11 and the CRPD Secretariat,

On behalf of a coalition of the Indonesian Organizations of Persons with Disabilities and Disability Rights Fund, I would like to share challenges faced by children, women, and older persons with disabilities and recommendations in situation of risk and humanitarian emergencies. One of the biggest challenges is the absence of national disaggregated data on persons with disabilities in disaster and conflict prone areas, including data on the number of people who have a disability due to the impact natural disaster and arm-conflict. Initiatives of data collection was carried out, such as earthquake in Palu, Central Sulawesi, but no follow up to address disability related cause on disaster and emergency responses in Indonesia.

Lacking of segregated data results the absence of policy and program priorities for ensuring accessible early warning system, assistive devices, inclusive evacuation, and post-disaster/emergency humanitarian recovery for persons with disabilities including the provision of accessible evacuation and safety tools. Lacking of knowledge of data collectors on persons with disabilities is also reason to collect segregated data in remote areas. In addition, lacking of post-disaster program recovery (rehabilitation and reconstruction) causing all forms of violations among children, women and older persons with disabilities living in temporary shelters including to access accessible psychosocial supports. 
Furthermore we would like to reiterate the recommendations to state parties and non-state actors: 

1. To accelerate efforts to increase effective and meaningful participation of all persons with disabilities including all decision-making processes related to policies, protocols, mechanisms for disaster prevention, response and recovery, based on the CRPD principles.  It includes ensuring safety and security for children, women and older people with disabilities during evacuation and ensuring accessible, inclusive and safe facilities to avoid all forms of violence against all persons with disabilities. 
2. To ensure the development of disaggregated data based on disability barriers in disaster and conflict-prone areas, to design accessible and inclusive ICT (information, communication and technology) on early warning systems and to ensure priority efforts on evacuation for persons with disabilities when a disaster or arm-conflict occurs, including the needs to use cultural, language and methods, in line with their respective regions.
3. To review and implement regulations related to disasters risks and emergency responses to design policies, programs and budgets earmark to support persons with disabilities in disaster management and recovery, so that they comply with CRPD principles and provisions.
4. To develop guidelines including to formulate general comment on article 11 to guide the state parties and non-state actors to protect and to fulfil rights of persons with disabilities. 
5. To mainstream rights of people with disabilities issues through actively involve and closely consult with persons with disabilities and their representative organization in disasters mitigation and its recovery. 
6. To increase collaboration and partnership between state parties and non-state actors with the organizations of persons with disabilities to ensure human rights based approach is adopted and implemented in disaster management and emergency response in planning, budgeting, implementation, monitoring and evaluation.
