Everybody working or living in institution
should make some kind of experiment –
to try new things out and to see what will happen.
In our organisation, the employees sometimes try new things and
the things we, as users, suggest implement.

Rules in an organisation are important but
we users should write them.

We want to be equal.
A community should not be allowed to collect signatures
for petitions again living people with special needs in the community.
