I Number of reports submitted and discussed before the committees
1. European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CPT)
In the period from 2003 to 2021, the European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CPT) made a total of 9 visits to Bosnia and Herzegovina, of which 5 were periodic and 4 AD HOC visits.
In 2021, the Council of Ministers of B&H adopted the Information of the authorities of B&H on the implementation of the recommendations of CPT for the year 2019 with an attachment - the Table of Recommendations of the European Committee with the proposal of the authorities of Bosnia and Herzegovina for their implementation and the same was submitted to the CPT.
The report after the visit to B&H in the period from September 17 to 27, 2021 was adopted by the CPT at the 107th meeting held from February 28 to March 4, 2022.
The Council of Ministers of B&H considered and adopted the Information of the authorities of B&H on the implementation of the recommendations of the CPT for 2021 with an attachment - the Table of recommendations of the CPT with the proposal of the authorities of BiH for their implementation and the same was submitted to the CPT on 13 April 2023.
2. United Nations Committee Against Torture (CAT)
In August 2022, Bosnia and Herzegovina completed the Seventh Periodic Report of Bosnia and Herzegovina on the implementation of the Convention. The report was prepared together with representatives of competent institutions from all levels of government, according to the list of the UN Committee against Torture, which includes a total of 30 (thirty) questions. The report was submitted to the Committee in 2023.
3. Committee on the Rights of the Child (CRC)
Committee on the Rights of the Child (CRC) considered the Combined Fifth and Sixth Report of BiH on the implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child at the 2404th and 2405th sessions (CRC/C/SR. 2404 and 2405), which were held on September 10 and 11, 2019. and at the 2430th session held on September 27, 2019, and adopted concluding observations.
4. Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination (CERD) 
The 14th and 15th periodic reports under the International Convention on the Elimination of Racial and All Forms of Discrimination (CERD) were adopted at the 52nd session of the Council of Ministers of BiH held in 2022. and submitted to the UN Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination.
5. Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights
The third periodic report on the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights was presented to the UN Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights in October 2021. Also, B&H prepared and submitted answers regarding the Follow-up to the recommendations contained in paragraphs 14, 20 and 36 of the conclusions regarding the Third Periodic Report on the Implementation of the Pact on Civil and Political Rights of BiH.

II Visits and individual communication
1. European Committee for the Prevention of Torture, Inhuman and Degrading Treatment and Punishment (CPT)
The last periodic visit was from June 11 to 21, 2019, and on that occasion 92 recommendations and 21 additional questions were given, while the last AD HOC visit was from September 17 to 27, 2021, and on that occasion 31 recommendation.
2. Special rapporteur for human rights defenders in November 2021
In November 2021, a visit by OSCE/ODIHR representatives was organized with the aim of a comprehensive and objective assessment with a focus on the situation of human rights defenders, which was coordinated by the Ministry for Human Rights and Refugees of BiH.
3. Special Rapporteur for the promotion of truth, justice, reparations and the guarantee of non-repetition of crimes
The Special Rapporteur for the promotion of truth, justice, reparations and the guarantee of non-repetition of crimes, Fabian Salvioli, was on an official visit to Bosnia and Herzegovina in the period from 2 to 10 December 2021. The aim of the visit was to assess measures in the area of ​​truth, justice, reparations, commemoration and guarantees of non-repetition undertaken by the authorities in BiH to resolve serious violations of human rights and international humanitarian law committed during the armed conflict from 1992-1995. 
4. Subcommittee on Prevention of Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (SPT)
Chairperson of the Subcommittee for the Prevention of Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (SPT), Mrs. Suzanne Jabbour visited Bosnia and Herzegovina from 11 to 17 December 2022 in accordance with the provisions of the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (OPCAT).
