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Further to your query, we are in position to provide, for your information only, as follows: 

1. The Italian (rigid) Constitution determines the political framework for action and organization of the State. The fundamental elements or structural principles of the constitutional law governing the organization of the State are, as follows: Democracy, as laid down in Article 1; the personalistic principle, as laid down in Article 2, which guarantees the full and effective respect for human rights; the pluralist principle, within the framework of the value of democracy (Articles 2 and 5); the importance of work, as a central value of the Italian community (Articles 1 and 4); the principle of solidarity (Article 2); the principle of equality as laid down in Article 3 (it is also the fundamental criterion applied in the judiciary system when bringing in a verdict); the principles of unity and territorial integrity (Article 5); and above all the relevant principles, including the social state, the rule of law and the respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms, such as freedom of correspondence, freedom of movement, freedom of religion or belief, and freedom of opinion and expression. 

From a constitutional standpoint, the general principle of equality enshrined in Article 3 of the Constitution stipulates as follows: “All citizens have equal social dignity and are equal before the law without distinction of sex, race, language, religion, political opinion, personal and social conditions. It is the duty of the Republic to remove those obstacles of an economic or social nature which constrain the freedom and equality of citizens, thereby impeding the full development of the human person and the effective participation of all workers in the political, economic and social organization of the country”.

2. Italy has accepted the simplified reporting procedures for reporting and fully complies with the word-limit and relevant indications as contained in UNGA resolution 68/268. 
3. Italy supports the UN Treaty Bodies strengthening process. 
a. Following latest informal discussions, including with UNHCHR (November 1st, 2023), we do support in particular the focus on a predictable 8-year long calendar for oral consideration of States Parties, including attention to the date of the consideration under Universal Periodic Review, when possible. 
b. The harmonization and simplification of the working methods of UN Treaty Bodies is a cornerstone, including exchange of information, when relevant and if possible, on the issues put forward to the States under consideration. 
i. Similarly, the Common Core Document forming part of UN Treaty Bodies reporting is to be possibly maintained as it provides important and meaningful information.
