Input for The impact of loss and damage from the adverse effects of climate change on human rights
In 2010 during Typhoon Fanapi a photo of a flooded Kaohsiung nursing home attracted the public attention—29 elder residents floated in water and waited for rescue over three hours . The investigation found that there were only two foreign caregiver and one chef, and that the person in charge was not at the scene and had requested a delay in reporting the incident. This is not a single incident. If look at the years 2009 and 2010 alone, we can see that it was another:

The major reason for the successive occurrence of large-scale disasters is that nursing homes are mostly private , and due to cost considerations, most of them are located in remote places that have not been adequately assessed. According National Science and Technology Center for Disaster Reduction，there are 263 nursing homes for elderly and 76 nursing homes for Persons with Disabilities that have flood experiences in the past 10 years or have environmental risk elements are not identified in the 600mm/24hrs inundation potential maps. 75 nursing homes for elderly and 43 nursing homes for Persons with Disabilities with landslide risks[footnoteRef:2].
