Affirming the biblical principles of the well-being of the whole person, we help older persons understand how to prevent and treat conditions caused by aging so that they live a longer and healthier life. We encourage older persons to keep physically active, engage in social interaction, practice their religious beliefs, eat healthy food, and keep their brains active.
