STRENGTHENING THE HUMAN RIGHTS PROTECTION OF OLDER PERSONS

International agreements set out the range of older people’s rights; but that is often ignored by society. It is estimated that many older women and men each year lose their lives to violence accusations of witchcraft in Ghana. These women are over the age of 50; cross Africa millions of families cannot survive without the contribution of older people; who provide the much-needed household income to care for orphaned grandchildren.

The status of women across Africa undermines their social security especially older women widows face perpetual poverty without a sound economic base resulting in extreme impoverishment and isolation, their situation is worsened by a lack of knowledge of their legal rights.

Many older people across Africa, ageing is deepening poverty and weakens community structures of family. Older people are often discriminated against within families and underpinned by migration, conflict, natural disasters and the impact diseases.

 Lack of attention to older people worsens access to the health care, social security, education and legal protection of their right as they are denied their rights.

 Economic circumstances are worsened in serious violations of older people’s rights as older women and men are being discriminated against before the law. Older women and men in particular are often subjected to greater discrimination in access to services. Due to lack of awareness and negative attitudes we  fail to detect the abuse of older women and men and conclude that their  problems caused by ‘old age.

Accessing health care is a struggle for older people in remote villages, the reasons includes concentration of clinics and hospitals in urban areas and the inability to afford fees for the service and drugs. Lack of drugs and lack of information about services and entitlements and medical personnel trained to care for older people’s health. Physical health is the single most important asset for many older people in Africa.

We are therefore suggesting that adequate social protection and income are guaranteed in old age by non contributory pensions. Train care givers on how to handle older people health response in all sicknesses.  

Revise legislations to ensure the protection of older people’s rights under international law and take measure to address intimidations and challenges.

Train the judiciary and law enforcement agencies to support older people against all forms of violence against older people.

Involve the civil society organization to do age audit of policies and monitor the integration and in addition support to create awareness to ensure that older people become aware of their entitlements.
