IOM’s input to the Call for Input for the Special Rapporteur’s Report on trafficking in persons and gender, peace and security
· National action plans on women, peace and security which include comprehensive measures to prevent and respond to trafficking in persons for all purposes of exploitation 
Myanmar: IOM supported the development of the National Plan of Action (NPA) 2017-2021 on Combating Trafficking in Persons and its associated Annual Workplans related to prevention and responding to trafficking in persons. Prior to the military takeover in February 2021, IOM and other relevant governmental and non-governmental organizations supported in development, regular review process, implementation, and monitoring of these NPA and its annual work plans. After the military takeover, IOM is no longer in a position to support the authorities with similar NPAs in line with UN principles of engagement but supports implementation of current NPA through non-governmental stakeholders. IOM has also been playing a leading role in incorporating migrant protection and counter-trafficking into relevant national planning instruments on humanitarian response, including the Humanitarian Response Plan, National Protection Strategy, and Protection Cluster Strategy.
· Trainings for relevant personnel to identify, document and denounce situations with risks of trafficking, in particular in refugee camps or in IDP sites
Myanmar: Based on consultations with humanitarian and protection actors, IOM developed SOPs on identification, referral and provision of protection and reintegration assistance to migrants in vulnerable situations including victims of trafficking in persons in conflict-affected and humanitarian settings. IOM then trained humanitarian and other non-governmental actors working in conflict affected areas on the SOPs, so that they can proactively identify victims and refer to relevant service providers for protection and assistance, as needed. Mandated protection actors were also provided with specialized trainings on case management and reintegration support to migrants in vulnerable situations including victims of trafficking in persons in conflict-affected settings, using IOM’s reintegration guidelines adapted to local contexts, including application of tools relating to rapid and full screening for trafficking and vulnerability, risk management, reintegration sustainability.
DRC: From 2021 – 2024, IOM organized several trainings on trafficking in persons for first responders in DRC (police officers, army, prosecutors, judges, magistrates, lawyers, social workers, labor inspectors, immigration officers, NGOs etc), and specialized modules on TIP investigation and legislation for law enforcement officers and judicial actors. Specific focus on South Kivu and North Kivu on mining police, mining inspectors etc.
· National procedures for early identification, assistance and referral to protection services for victims or potential victims of trafficking including gender and child sensitive measures in conflict and post-conflict settings, including in context of forced displacement and forced migration 
Myanmar: Prior to the 2021 military takeover, IOM supported the development of National Standard Operating Procedures on Return, Repatriation and Rehabilitation of Victims of Trafficking in Person. Relevant governmental and non-governmental actors were trained on the SOPs for their application. However, a new anti-trafficking in persons law was enacted in 2023, which necessitates the review of the SOPs as per the new law. The de facto authorities also adopted the National Referral Mechanism (NRM) in 2021, although the finalization and adoption process were done only amongst de facto government stakeholders.  

DRC: In 2021, DRC adopted Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for identification, referral and assistance for victims of trafficking (VoTs)  through a consultative process, aiming for better coordination between the frontline actors involved in the fight against trafficking in persons. The terms of reference of the SOPs were developed with the National Agency for the Prevention and Fight against Trafficking in Persons (APLTP in French), and several focus group discussions and interviews were held with governmental and non-governmental social, human rights, justice and child protection actors. In December 2021, a validation workshop of the SOPs on identification, referral and assistance of VoTs was held in Kinshasa. The validated version of the SOPs was shared with TIP stakeholders in DRC. The SOPs cover the general context of human trafficking in the DRC (different forms of trafficking as well as the normative and institutional framework), the different actors involved in the identification of VoTs and investigation methods, referral and support mechanisms for different categories of vulnerable VoTs (women, children, migrants, workers) as well as the definition of roles and tools for each actor.
