Reply of Lithuania

on implementation of the Human Rights Council Resolution 13/11

a) Key measures adopted at national level to implement the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and relative budgetary allocations 
Ministry of Social Security and Labour has prepared the draft of Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Lithuania, which appoints the coordinating institution and other competent institutions, which will be responsible for the appropriate implementation of the Convention.  

It is planed that Ministry of Social Security and Labour will be the coordinating institution, others institutions will be responsible for the implementation of the Convention only in the sphere of their competence.  It is recommended to appoint the Office of Equal Opportunities Ombudsman as supervisory institution of the implementation of the Convention. 

NGO’s of persons with disabilities, which representatives are members of the Council for the Affairs of Disabled at the Ministry of Social Security and Labour, will also be involved in the implementation process. 
b) Challenges and obstacles to the full implementation at national level of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
Currently the shortage of financial recourses could be one of the main obstacles to the full implementation of the Convention in Lithuania. 
c) The existence, scope and content of policies and/or guidelines adopted at national level to guide international cooperation in support of the Convention
There have been no adopted concrete guidelines at national level to guide international cooperation in support of the Convention, yet. 
d) Forms of international cooperation at bilateral and multilateral level that, as a complement to national efforts, can play a key role in assisting the realization of the Convention at national level

The share of good practice at bilateral and multilateral level could be one of the main forms assisting the realization of the Convention at national level

e) Examples of engagement in international cooperation and assessment of their impact on promoting the realization of the Convention

The Parliament of the Republic of Lithuania has ratified the Convention and its’ Protocol recently, in 2010; therefore Lithuania has no other examples and assessment of international cooperation yet.
