Nigeria was reviewed by UPR WG 31, in
November of 2018.   It  received 290
recommendations and it supported 240
recommendations at the adoption of its UPR
outcome at Human Rights  Council 40, in
March 2019 (an increase of 30% with respect
to the 2nd cycle).
