We would like to ask the Government of Eritrea what further measures it is planning to take to eliminate this harmful practice.

· Which measures have been taken by Eritrea since the second UPR to ensure that the law limiting the compulsory national service to 18 months is respected in practice?
· Is the Government of Eritrea planning to more strictly enforce the relevant legislation to prevent the recruitment of children into the military and to strictly respect the minimum age of 18 for compulsory military training?   
· Is Eritrea considering to abolish the death penalty for all crimes? Does Eritrea envisage to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty?
· Is Eritrea planning to intensify its efforts to eliminate female genital mutilation and to ensure that perpetrators are prosecuted and victims compensated ?
· Could Eritrea consider responding favorably to several outstanding invitations from special procedures, more specifically the special rapporteur on freedom of assembly, the working group on arbitrary detention, the special rapporteur on torture and the special rapporteur on freedom of expression to visit the country?
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
