· What steps has the Viet Nam taken to ratify the Rome Statute in its 2010 version?
· What steps has the Viet Nam taken to join the Code of Conduct regarding Security Council action against genocide, crimes against humanity or war crimes, as elaborated by the Accountability, Coherence and Transparency Group (ACT)? 
BELGIUM
· Does the Government of Vietnam consider ratifying the Optional Protocol of the Convention against Torture, the second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights aiming at the abolition of the death penalty, the Convention for the Protection of All Persons From Enforced Disappearance and the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court? 
· Is the government of Vietnam considering issuing a standing invitation to the special procedures and responding positively to the outstanding requests of special rapporteurs to visit the country, such as the special rapporteurs on arbitrary detention, freedom of assembly, freedom of expression, human rights defenders and torture?
· How will the government of Vietnam ensure, as recommended by the Committee against Torture, that all detained persons are afforded, in law and in practice, all fundamental legal safeguards from the very outset of their deprivation of liberty?
· Will Vietnam amend or repeal the Press Law and Cybersecurity Law in order to comply with its obligations under the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights?
· Is the government of Vietnam considering to repeal or amend provisions in the Penal Code to ensure that any legal provisions to protect national security are clearly and strictly defined, in conformity with international human rights law and standards.

· Elaborate on Viet Nam´s efforts in developing social programs for farmers, peasants, and fishermen.

· How Viet Nam ensures education for children with disabilities and supports persons with disabilities to integrate de labor market?

· How the rights of ethnic minorities who do not speak the national language are made know to them and are protected during the administration of justice in Viet Nam?

· What incentives has the government implemented to promote the right to adequate housing in the context of urbanization? Are there any achievements as a result thereof?

· The Netherlands would like to ask how and when Vietnam will ensure the full implementation by private and public corporate actors of the UN guiding principles on business and human rights, live up to its state duty to protect against human rights abuses by businesses and ensure effective access to remedies as well as the availability and accessibility of relevant information on the UN guiding principles in local languages? 
Freedom of association and peaceful assembly: 
· The Netherlands would like to ask how Vietnam will revise the legal framework to comply with article 21 and 22 ICCPR to ensure freedom of association and peaceful assembly so that civil society can effectively contribute to realizing Vietnam’s full potential and is protected from undue interference? 
Land law:

· The Netherlands would like to ask if Vietnam will recognize the right to own land by individuals and organizations, including ethnic minorities, in the revision of the Land law in 2019?
· The Netherlands would like to ask how Vietnam will increase transparency in land acquisition and compensation in the revision of the Land law in 2019? 
Free and fair elections:
· The Netherlands would like to ask if Viet Nam will allow voters to directly nominate their candidates, check ID documents prior to voting, count ballots in public and immediately publicly release the preliminary results during the next elections in the spirit of article 25 ICCPR?
Labor code:
· The Netherlands would like to ask if Vietnam will ensure that “sexual orientation” and “gender identity” are forbidden grounds of discrimination in the revision of the Labor code in 2019?
· The Netherlands would like to ask how Vietnam will ensure the prevention of sexual harassment at the workplace once it has comprehensively defined sexual harassment and appropriate sanctions in the revision of the Labor code in 2019? 
HIV/aids:
· The Netherlands would like to ask how Vietnam will ensure Universal Health Coverage as part of its commitment to the SDGs, including availability and affordability of sexual and reproductive health services and quality HIV prevention measures and services for all citizens and especially Key Populations?
