ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO ANGOLA (SECOND BATCH)
BELGIUM
· Belgium welcomes welcome Angola’s ratification of the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty. Is Angola considering to ratify the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination, the International Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance, the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on a communications procedure, the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights :2013
· Belgium welcomes the decision of Angola to decriminalize same-sex relations and to adopt legislation that outlaws acts of discrimination based on sexual orientation. As a complement to these legal steps, is the government of Angola considering setting up a wider anti-discrimination policy for LGBTI-people? 
· Is Angola considering adopting specific government policies which prevent all forms of violence against women and girls - including domestic violence - and which guarantee adequate assistance and access to remedy for women who are victims of such violence? 
· The Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights remains concerned about the persistence of high social inequalities and that poverty-reduction programmes had had limited impact. Is the government of Angola considering a specific strategy to increase the impact of these poverty-reduction programmes?
· The Human Rights Committee expressed its concern about reports of mass expulsions of migrants and asylum seekers. Is Angola considering establishing a comprehensive migration strategy that takes into account all aspects of migration?
SPAIN
· What specific measures does the Government envisage to take in order to meet its 100% birth registration target set in the national development plan of 2013-2017?
· What measures does the Government plan to take to fully guarantee the exercise of freedom of the press and expression?
· What specific programs does the Government have to reduce early school leaving rate, especially in rural areas?
· Is the Government planning to take concrete measures to guarantee the right to property and land of indigenous peoples and ethnic minorities that are expelled and expropriated from their land without prior consent or compensation?
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
